The feeding of wheat to animals is pro­
hibited. In order to discourage the rais­
ing of pheasants, which are destructive 
to crops, it will be illegal tio feed to 
them grain which can be used as food.

The export of oats from Ireland is 
prohibited, except under a license. This 
is in order to conserve sufficient oats for 
the next crop. Millers are now required 
to extract from wheat seventy-six per 
cent of flour, the new order requires that 
eighty-one per cent shall be extracted, 
either by further milling of the wheat 
or by the addition of flour derived from 
barley, maize, rice or oats.

London, Jan. 12—Baron Devonport, 
food controller, has issued further orders 
designed to check needless consumption 
of foodstuffs. It will become effective 
on February 1.

After that date it will be illegal to 
manufacture any forms of chocolate re­
tail at a price exceeding three pence an 
ounce, or any other sweetmeats exceed­
ing two pence an ounce. The use of 
sugar or chocolate for the external cov­
ering of cakes, pastry, etc., is forbidden. 
During 1917 no manufacturer will be al­
lowed to use for confectionery more than 
fifty per cent of the amount of sugar
