DEBATE ON SPEECH

IN PARLIAMENT

Opened by N. S. Member
and Seconded in French
by J. T. Rheaume—Oppo-
sition Leader Comments
on Railway Policy.

Ottawa, Feb. 2—(Canadian Press)—
Yesterday in the House of Commons
Hon. W. 8, Fielding, Minister of Fin-
ance, announced that the trade treaty
with France would be tabled on Mon-
day next. The date when the Italian
treaty would be made public was still
a matter of negotiation between the
two governments.

Harold Putnam, (Liberal, Colches-
ter( opened the debate on the address
in reply to the speech from the throne.
He was followed by Joseph T.
Rheaume, (Liberal, Jacques Cartier)
who seconded the motion, in French.
Meighen Charges Delay,

Right Hon. Arthur Meighen, opposi-
tion leader charged the government
with unnecesary delay in co-ordinating
the Canadian National and Grand
Trunk lines. He said that the govern-
ment had no authority to enter into
committments for equipment and sup-
plies amounting to many millions ct
dollars, without consulting parliament.
He criticized.the immigration volicy of
the present administration, charged that
the government had failed in the soul-

and increased taxation. He made a plea
for the establishment of a commission
of competent men to enquire into com-
plaints of western farmers.
Premier King stated that the amal-
gamation of the railways had been
brought about. There was now only
one management and one board. He
discussed recent correspondence be-
tween Great Britain and Canada on the
Near East question at length. He raid
that the immigration policy of the for-
mer administration was to blame 'for
the small number of immigrants com-
ing to Canada. :

The house adjourned at half pastsix.

In The Senate,

Ottawa, Feb, 2—(Canadian Press)—
That the present administration had
brought stability to Canadian affairs
wis the ‘claim of Liberal speakers when
the debate on the address in reply to
the speech from the throne opened in
the Senate yesterday. Hon. A. C.
Hardy, in moving the address referrea
to the revision of the bank act, He
favored letting the act remain in its
present form,

Senator O. Trugeon, seconder of the
address, referred to the successful mis-
sion of Hon., Rodolphe Lemicus to
France in regard to war memoria
sites. Dealing with the subject of im-
migration Mr, Turgeon’ said he believ-
ed there should be a rigid inspection as
to quality rather than quantity of im-
migrants.

Sir James Loughead, opposition lead-
er, declared that the present govern-
ment had failed, both to keep Canad-
jans within Canada and to bring new
people here to take the place of those
who had emigrated.

Referring to the government's record
he said that every piece -of construc-
tive legislation introduced by the King
administration had been foreshadowed
by its predecessor in office.

ON WATCH FOR
L0 OF LIQUOR

North Dakota Agents Look-
ing for 20 to 80 Carloads
Bound for Canada.

Portal, N. D., Feb. 2—Federal pro-
hibition agents from all parts of North
Dakota were assembled here yesterday
in anticipation of the arrival of a large
shipment of liquor from distilleries in
Kentucky. They plan to seize the
shipment and make an effort to prevent
it from crossing the boundary line into
Canada.

Between twenty and thirty carloads,
valued at several hundred thousand
dollars, are reported en route here. It
is said to be consigned to drug com-
panies in Canada, presumably for
medicinal purposes.

OIL CONCESSION
TO BRITISH NEAR
THE BLACK SEA

Moscow, Feb. 2. — A preliminary
agreement for the concession, develop-
ment and exploitation of 1,100 square
miles of oil lands in Gouria, along the
Black Sea, has been reached between
D. O. Robertson, representing a Brit-
ish petroleum company, and the con-
cession department of the Sovlet Gov->
ernment. The field is located between
Batum and Poli and centres around
Ogourghety.

The terms of the preliminary agree-
ment provide for a forty-year conces-
sion, with payment on a rental plan.
A percentage of the production would
go to the government, which would
also have the right to purchase the

entire output.,

Germany Unable to Get a
Pound of Coal from
There

French 75’s Command Rail-
way Lines—Striking Rail-
way Workers Show Signs
of Giving In— Cologne
Strike Petering Out.

(Canadian Press.)

the Ruhr Valley from within was ab-
solutely complete today. Not a single
ton of coal or coke has entered Germ-
any from the Ruhr in the last thirty-
six hours, the French authorities an-
nounce, adding that the measures 'they
put into force at midnight of January
31 are totally effective.

The Germans show no disposition to
contradict the French as to the general
effectiveness of the blockade, but they
say that one train of forty-six loaded
coal cars, disregarded all signals, ran
the blockade at Horde, near Dortmund,
at three o’clock yesterday afternoon
and escaped into interior Germany.

The French have 75's commanding
every line into Germany and the direct-
ors of the railroads have been inform-
ed that any locomotive attempting to
escape will be fired upon. Inquiries
addressed to the French authorities as
to why they have not resorted to the
simpler way of tearing up a few hun-
dred yards of track along the occupied
frontier of the Ruhr elicited the reply
that they did not wish to interfere
with other traffic for the present other
than exports of coal and coke, and are
desirous of giving the railwaymen full
opportinity to resume work.

As a matter of fact the striking rail-
way workers were showing an inclina-
tion today to resume their duties on
many of- the interior lines in the oc-
cupied area of the Ruhr. The French
are oecupying militarily. only the lines
surrounding the region, and thetinterior
 roads are now being partially operated
by Germans.

The strike at Cologne also seems to

be petering out. The Duesseldorf sta-
tion ‘was opened today for the first
time since January 25, but only a small
percentage of the scheduled trains were
mnninz.' ‘
Dusseldorf, Feb. 2. — Many Ruhr
cities and towns are complaining to
the French authorities that their food
supplies are getting lower,

Cologne, Feb. 2—An understanding
hadl been reached between the Cologne
railway directorate and the inter-allied
railway sub-commission that from six
o’clock this morning the German rafl-
waymen will resume work throughout
the area administered by the Cologne
directorate. t

The operation of trains will begin
after French and Belgian armed guards
are withdrawn from all stations.
Neither coal nor other reparations
trains will be operated. Only those
coming under the Rhineland agreement
will be moved.

Labor Appeal,

Berlin, Feb. 2—German labor unions
with a registered membership of 12,-
000,000 male and female workers, or
more than half of the population of the
German republic, have addressed an
appeal against the French invasion of
the Ruhr to the congress of the U. S.

“We have been reduced,” the appeal
says, “to a nation which is chronicaily
hungry, our infants are wrapped in
paper instead of in swaddling clothes,
while our women and children are
succumbing to physical misery.”

Coblenz, Feb. 2.—Major-General
Henry T. Allan, who commanded the
U. S. forces in occupied Germany, re-
cently withdrawn, has been directed
by the state department in Washing-
ton to discontinue immediately his un-
official relations with the Rhineland
high commission.
