Master Plasterer Blames Unrest

Halifax, N. S, June 4—When the in-
dustrial relations commission met ‘here
this ‘morning evidence was taken on the
council set up by the Imperial Oil Com-
pany for the adjustment of differences
with its staff of 800 men. Albert Cady,
an employe, said the men chose repres-
entatives on the council, while an equal
number represented the company, meet-
ings were held each month and machin-
ery existed for calling emergency meet-
ings. The men were quite satisfied by
the council :

C. A. Lucas, another employe, said one
of the first things the council did was to

. consider the high cost of. living prob-
lem. The council decided that the high
cost of commodities pressed more unfair-
ly on the poorer paid men and the salar-
ies of this class of employe were raised.
The®cheme was working very satisfac-
torily, but it had to be remembered that
it was fresh and therefore virtually un-
tried.

Answering Commissioner Moore, the
witness said there was no union repres-
entation on the council

Commissioner Moore—“And would the
extension of this scheme, in your opinion,
be a satisfactory substitute for trade
unions?”

The Witness—*“Yes, and I have had a
lot of experience in union matters over
here and in England.” ’

High Living Cost. i
Clarence C. Rice, a master plasterer,
blamed unrest on “the men we sent to
Ottawa to protect us, protecting the
packers and cold storage men.” He said
men had gone past the stage when they
could be starved.

He thought the present wage sys-
tem had failed and would have to be
changed. The witness complained about
the prize of fish caught off the Nova
Scotia coast.

If one tried
to deal direct with fishermen he charged
more than the fish monger.

London, June b-—Dany Day, the
world’s greatest popular sporting event,
has returned after leaving a blank on
the British calendar for four years. With
the early ‘morfiing the poptlation began
a progress toward Epsom Downs com-
parable with the migration of the tribes
of Israel

“T'his isn’t a crowd; it is a nation,”
said a French writer of Derby Day. If
today’s victory Derby, as it is called,
reaches the high water mark, there will
be 200,000 within sight of the race track.
The people are traveling in trains, busses,
four-in-hands, delivery wagons, donkey
carts, on horse back, a-foot and as a
sign of the new era, by airplane. Avia-
tors have booked 100 pasengers who are
going to Epsom Downs, although the ma-
chines are forbidden to fly within two
miles of the course

Thousands camped last night near the

race course in tents, and caterers have|

stored tons of provisions there, their
supplies including more than 100,000 bot-
tles of beer.

The spectacle at ‘the race course lacked
nothing of the pre-war color today, and
had a strong tinge of khaki. King
George, Queen Mary, with the Prince of
Wales and Princess Mary. drove from
the station in landaus. All the familiar
figures, from the Earl of Lonsdale, the
Dean of English sportsmen, wearing his
silk hat, to book-makers from all parts
of the kingdom were present.

The only element lacking is an uncer-
tainty about the big race. There will be
fourteen starters. Andrew Black’s Pan-
ther hag long been considered a sure
thing, although Sir Walter Gilberi’s
Whiskey Magnate will be a strong con-
tender, and Major Weldorf Astor’s Bu-
chan has been rated as a possibility.

Sayre & Holly Plant
In Grip Of
- Flames

Damage of $i40,000—Two Mil-
lion Feet or More of Lumber
Destroyed—Whole Village Was
in Danger

A fire which did damage to the extent
of $140,000 totally destroyed the Sayre &
Holly Lumber Company’s fine plant at
Chipman on Monday afternoon and ‘be-
tween two and two and one-half million
feet of lumber, valued .at about $80,000
went up in smoke with the mill. How
and exactly where the fire started is a
mystery, as before its discovery the blaze
had taken a good hold on the mill and
the employes were able to get away in
time., In some cases it was impossible
to get their coats, so quickly did the
flames spread.

The lumber is wholly covered by in-
surance but the mill which is valued at
$60,000 is only about half covered, Pre-
parations are already underway to. re-
build .the mill on the same site, It was
fortunate that the engine and boilers,
which are contained in a fire-proof build-
ing, were not affected as it was through
the steady stream of water which the
pumps poured on the surrounding build-
ings that the whole village of Chipman
was saved from disaster. which for a time
looked serious. “ i

‘The plant was a rotary and band saw
mill with a capacity of about 75,000 feet
a day. Although many men are thrown
out of work by the catastrophe, the new
building work on which a start will be
made as soon as possible will sometwhat
alleviate this condition.

F. E. Sayre, who went to Chipman so
.soon as word of the fire was received, re-
turned to the city this morning. He said
that the fire started about four o’clock
on Monday afternoon and by six o’clock
the following morning it was out and the
mill and lumber a heap of smouldering
ruins. The greater part of the insurance
is held by Knowdton & Gilchirst and
Cowie & Edwards.

Counter Offer of Hundred Billion
Marks by Germany as Indemnity
—Germans Revive Subject of
War Responsibility

Paris, June 4—(By the Associated
Press)—The athosphere in peace confer-
ence circles was full of speculation yes-
terday as; to possible modifications in
several clauses of the treaty with Ger-
many, but nothing tangible was expected
to develop until the outcome of the joint
meetings of Allied experts - becomes
known. . o

At the meeting of the Council of Four
yesterday, President Wilson made an ef-
fort to bring about an agreement as to
the principle of the reply to the German
counter proposals, but the meeting end-
ed without an agreément.

It is understood that Premier Clemen-
ceau maintains a firm attitude against
any revision of the treaty.

German Offer a Surprise

Paris, June 4—(By the Associated
Press)—A German counter offer of a
hundred billion marks as an {indemnity
surprised some of the Entente financial
experts, who all along had bejjeved that
the chances of getting much more from
Germany were not particularly good, but
who now think that, with some conces-
sions as to the payment of interest,
which is not included in the German pro-
posal, the offer is perhaps acceptable.

These experts .argue that, from the
viewpoint of world credit arrangements,
it might be better to base the future fi-
nancial plans of the Entente governments
upon a definite sum of one hundred bil-
lion marks voluntarily offered than upon
an indefinite assessment, which the Ger-
mans might accept only under protest.

SOME GERMANS GROSS
BIUNDARY INTO POLAND
AND A FIGHT ENSUES

Paris, June 3—(By the Associated
Press)—Premier Pedereweski of Poland
today received a telegram saying that
the Germans crossed the Polish bound-
ary from Lyek at Rygrod at 8 o'clock
last Saturday afternoon. The message
added that the Poles were resisting the
Germans successfully. It indicated that
the number of Germans who crossed in-
to Poland was comparatively small.

The memorandum argues the neces-
sity of submitting the question to an im-
partial commission for investigation and
denies there was any secret plot between
Berlin and Vienna to destroy Serbia. It
says that the German government could
not accept the efforts of Sir Edward
Grey, the British secretary for foreign
affairs, in 1914, who offered to mediate,
because it doubted his powers to check
the warlike aspirations of Russia.

The proposal of Emperor Nicholas to
refer the dispute to The Hague also fail-
ed, it is.said, because on the same day
that the proposal was made the mobili-
zation of thirteen army corps was order-
ed. Russia’s imperialist policy, the
memorandum argues, made war with
Germany inevitable. It says that Ger-
many’s war against France was one of-
defence, and admits that Germany’s nav-
al policy was of such a nature as te
arouse the mistrust of Great Britain.

BOMBS, REVOLVERS,
POISON AND BAGTERIA
TUBES AS EVIDENCE

Trial of 28 Alleged Pro-German
Agents is Begun in Switzer-
land

Zurich, June 4—The trial of twenty-
cight alleged pro-German agents, of
whom twenty-four are said to be Italo-
Swiss anarchists, was begun here today.
The prisoners, two of whom are Hindus,
are charged with plotting revolutions in
Switzerland and Italy, the murder of
former Premier Salandra and Foreign
Minister Sonnino, the blowing up of
banks in Rome and Milan, and the de-
struction of the Simplon and other tun-
nels. The tables in the court room were
today loaded with a mass of bombs,
granades and revolvers of German origin,
and there were poison and bacteria tubes
placed in evidence.
