Serious Allegations in Connection 
With Contest in Gimli Last 
May—Open Statement on The 
Floors of The House

As the result of a conference between 
General Manager Gutelius of the I. C. R. 
and residents at the suburban resorts 
along the I.CR, held in the Board of 
Trade rooms-at one o'clock today, Mr. 
Gutelius promised favorable and sym­
pathetic consideration of the request for 
the restoration of the trains leaving St 
John at noon and arriving in St John 
about three o'clock. He also intimated 
that the night express for Halifax would 
be allowed to make the suburban stops 
but said that a sufficiently strong case 
had not been made out for the restora­
tion of the evening suburban trains.

On motion of E. A. Schofield, L. P. 
D. Tilley took the chair and announced 
that Mr. Gutelius and Mr. Hallisey 
were present to hear what the suburban­
ites had to say with regard to the dis­
continuing of the four suburban trains 
to Hampton. Understanding that E. A. 
Schofield was the representative of last 
night's meeting, he called upon him to 
speak.

Mr. Schofield regretted that the meet­
ing was of such a formal nature. He 
expected that Mr. Gutelius would come 
and announce that the trains would be 
put on again. “He is not prepared to 
do so,” said Mr. Schofield, “and therefore 
all that can be done is to point out to 
him how the discontinuance of the service 
is effecting us. There are representatives 
here from each station, who can explain 
very impressively how seriously they are 
effected by the cutting out of the sub­
urban service, which we have been en­
joying these last four years.”

Mr. Schofield said that he himself 
speak for the residents of Hamp­

Mexico City, Feb. 7—Troops guarded 

the palace, the arsenal and the artillery 
barracks throughout the night as the re­
sult of a report that conspirators had 
planned a new revolt in the city against 
Huerta.

For a time considerable excitement 
was caused by the activity of ,the sol­
diers and by a report that an outbreak 
had actually occurred in Guadeloupe, 
seven miles northeast of the capital. 
Telephone messages failed, however, to 
confirm runiors -of ' fighting. It wag 
thought that the fact that troops had 
been hurriedly sent to the suburb, In 
accordance with military plans to be In 
readiness for a possible uprising, was 
responsible for the Guadeloupe reports.

General Blanquet, minister of war, and 
other military officers in command 1 
in the capital were in conference during 
the night and it was assumed that the 
military activity that ensued Was an 
outcome of their talk. Officially it was 
denied, however that the meeting was 
held to consider any plot.

Reports about the capital were that 
2,500 police were involved in the plot 
and that they hud pledged themselves 
to revolt with certain troops.

New York, Feb. 7—Thos. B. Hohler, 
first secretary of the British legation in 
Mexico, arrived here last night from 
London and left later for Washington to 
see Sir Cecil Spring Rice and then pro­
ceed to Mexico City to relieve Sir Lionel 
Carden.
