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THE WAR NEWS.

After having arrived almost at the
gates of Paris, the Germans found them-
selves unable to carry out their original
plan. They failed to defeat a single
French or British army while en route
to the French capital, and these armies
are therefore still in the field against
them. They must overtake and crush
them or the siege of Paris would be
profitless. This appears to be the ex-
planation of the German movement to
the southeast of Paris. Some observers,
indeed, are of the opinion that the
whole movement against Paris has fail-
ed, and that the Germans are moving
homeward again, seeking, however, to
crush at least a portion of the allied
armies on the way. It would seem more
reasonable to assume that they are still
endeavoring to bring on a great and de-
cisive battle along the whole line, which,
if they gained the victory, would be fol-
lowed by a descent on Paris. Despite the
wonderful rush through France, how-
ever, to the neighborhood of Paris, the
Germans have gained no substantial
success, and their position grows more
perilous from day to day. They must
strike quickly and with deadly effect,
or their armies which are farthest from
their base will be unable to hold their
own against the allies. It is still ithpos-
sible, out of the mass: of comment and
conjecture, and in the absence of of-
ficial information, to state with any de-
gree of accuracy the plans of the allies.
All the reports tell us, however that the
French and British troops are filled with
confidence and in splendid fighting con-
dition, and it is also evident that man
for man they are more than a match
for the Germans, who have only been
able to press their way onward by sheer
weight of numbers. The British expe-
ditionary force is stronger than when it
entered the field, because the reinforce-
ments received are greater than the
casualties suffered, and the troops are
now seasoned and fitter to meet the
shock of battle. The British official re-
port issued yesterday, while it declares
that there is urgent need for more men,
is otherwise of a nature to reassure the
English people. Pehaps within the next
day or two we shall hear of a great and
decisive battle, and certainly within that
time the real motive of the German
movement southeast of Paris will have
been revealed.

While the Russian movement in East
Prussia has not continued with the
rapidity and success of its earlier stages,
it is still making some headway, and in
Galicia the latest reports are to the ef-
fect that the Russian success in that
field was not over-stated in the earlier
despatches. The Austrian army at Lem-
berg was utterly defeated, and the Rus-
sian advance continues without prospect
of being seriously checked, although
Germany has sent strong reinforcements
to the Austrians. Thus, while the Kaiser

- has been unable to carry out his pro-
gramme in the west the danger from the
east grows daily more imminent and
threatening.

Each day brings new evidence of the
barbarity of the German soldiers. Even
men in their own ranks who fall ex-
hausted or slacken their pace are kicked
and prodded with the bayonet to force
them forward with the advance of the
war machine. The whole world has been
shocked by the revelations made of their
utter disregard of the rules of civilized
warfare, or even of the rights of non-
combatants, including women and little
children. The universal indignation that
has been aroused will merely serve to
give new strength to the arm that
strikes in defence of civilization and to
destroy the system which is responsible
for these atrocities.

From the North Sea comes news that
German vessels stole out and destroyed
some English fishing craft. This appears
to be the limit of the achievements of
the German navy. Their floating mines,
however, scattered with devilish design,
continue to cause destruction of merch-
ant vessels, chiefly those of neutral
states. It is not surprising that Am-
erican writers like Col. Henry Watter-
son and former President Eliot of Har-
vard should describe this war as a “bat-
tle of liberty against despotism,” and
“for freedom and civilization.” The
longer the war lasts the more obvious
it becomes that in the interests of civil-
ization Germany must be crushed.

If the theory is correct that the Ger-
mans have decided by their movement
.o the southeast of Paris to strike
through the French centre, and then
crush the main French army between
their attacking force and another ad-
vancing from Lorraine, then the greatest
battle of the war is about to begin, if it
is not already in progress.
