The cargoes of dead cats from Egypt 
are sold chiefly as fertilizers. One cargo 
which came over in 1890 consisted ot. the 
remains of over 209*&QQ cats, found: in a 
mummified state in; a cat cemetery; and 
supposed to have lain there 4,000 years.
