There is no doubt that Coughlin has
been solicited to confess many times,
but has always asserted that he has
nothing whatever to tell. To one friend
who saw him in the jail he said :-—

“Hell will freeze over before I ever say
anything.”

And it is the belief of the state that it
is time wasted for anyone to plead with
him. He is stubborn, has a certain pride
which would prevent his “splitting,”jand
has always borne the reputution among
his friends and companions on the police
force of being’a desperate and dangerous
man in an emergency. One fact weighs
heavily with the state, however, and this
is that if there is any one behind the
prisoner the latter will have no incentive
to shield him when they find all hope
gone.
