The presence of A, A, Jordan, of
New York, and many well-known ath-
letes of Halifax, amongst whom were
Geo. Tracy, tended to incite 8 keener in-
terest in the meet, and the attendance
consequently was large. It was an en-
thusiastic gathering, and money was cir-
culated with considerable rapidity, es”
pecially after the hundred and two hun-
dred and twaenty yards races.

The Halifax men did not make the
showing that was expeeted of them, but
they are nevertheless good athlete and
were game to the end.

A few of the entries dropped out but
these few could be well spared, the events
being so well filled.

Tracey in the halfmile ran beautifully
and won as he pleased in 2:103. There
were some who thought Tracey could
have taken taken the quarter mile as
well but that he gave it to Bowen.

Bauld in the hundred yards made a
good second to White, coming in two
yards in his rear, while Brady was right
at Bauld’s arm. White ran in fine style
and showed up in the first fifty
in much better form than usual. He
always finishes strong,

In the two hundred and twenty yards,
White ran away from Brady and Bowen,
breaking the tape, hands up, ten yards
in advance of the second man. ]

Brady did not contest the quarter mile
owing to illness.

A. A. Jordon,of the New York A.A.club
was greeted with applause as he stepped
into the green. Jordon won gold medals
in the high jump, pole vault, running
broad jump and Lurdles but was defeated
in throwing the hammer by two St. John
men, J. McCafferty and R. A. Watson.

Mackintosh of the Royal Blues, Hali-
fax, ran a fine mile considering the
track, and won handily from Walsh of
the Wanderers. Creighton, ofthe Wan-
derers, of Halifax, an old St. John favor-
ite wasrun off his feet while McLeod
of Truro finished third, in the rear.

Tom Hall, rode a plucky bicycle race,
with a bad knee and came in first, al-
though in slow time.

McLeod had the shot putting as he
liked it.

But the hottest event of the day was
the three mile walk, Carroll of Pictou and
Grierson of the Wandezers of Halifax
walking a dead heat in 25 m.

Drawing Room Street Cars.

The Cable Car Company in New York
intend running a drawing room car on
their line to see if it will pay. The car
is 32 feet long with rounded ends and
will seat 28 persons. The windows are
heavy plate glass, and blue shades with
gold borderings hang at each. The in-
terior of the car is finished in bird’s eye
maple and French walnut. It is furnish-
ed with cushioned seats covered with
dark green leather. Sixteen of these
seats are palor chairs turning on pivots.
Ten of them are placed at the windows up
forward and the remainder extend mid-
way down through the centre of the car.
Two lamps of four burners each are sup-

lied with gas from two tanks running
Hengthways of the car outside. Two
radiator gas stoves are supplied from the
same tanks, and are expected to prove a
neat and economical way of heating the
car. Swinging doors at the rear of the
car are openéd and closed with a lever
by the conductor. The car cost $4,500.

On The Toilet Table.

A medical writer says that a sensible
girl will not keep a lot of cosmetics and
drugs on her toilet table, but she should
have an array of glass stopped bottles
containing aleohol, alum, camphor, borax,
ammcnia and glycerine or vaseline. A
little camphor and water may be used
as a wash for the mouth and throat if the
breath is not sweet. Powdered alum ap-
plied to a fever sore will prevent it from
becoming very unsightly and noticeable.
Insect stings or eruptions on the skin
are removed by alcohol. A few grains
of alum, in tepid water will relieve peo-
ple whose hands perspire freely, render-
ing them unpleasantly moist. A few
drops of sulphuric acid in the water are
also beneficial for this purpose. A good
glycerine or honey soap is always pre-
ferable. Of course, one may rely on
scented soap from a high class manufac-
turer, but it costs more than it’s worth.
In addition to the soap for bathing, white
castile should be kept for washing the
hair. Occasionally, a little borax or
ammonia should be used for this pnrpose
but it is usually too harsh in its effects.
