The term pelagic sealing is. hereby
defined for the purposes of this con-
vention as meaning the killing, cap-
ture or pursuing in any manner what-
soever of fur seals at sea.

Article X.

The United States agrees that of the
total number of sealskins taken an-
nually under the authority of the
United States upon the Pribilof Islands
or any other islands or shores of the
waters mentioned in Article I., subject
to the jurisdiction of the United States
to which any seal herds hereafter re-
sort, there shall be delivered at the
Pribilof Islands at the end of each sea-
son fifteen per cent.

the killing of seals in such year or
vears shall have been absolutely pro-
hibited by the United States for all
purposes except to supply food, cloth-
ing and boat skins for the npatives on
the islands, in which case the United
States agrees to pay to Great Britain
and to Japan _each the sum of ten
thousand dollars - ($10,000) annually in
lieu of any share of skins during the
vears when mo Killing is allowed; and
Great Britain agrees,and Japan agrees
that after deducting the skins of their
respective shares which are to be re-
tained by the United States, as above
provided, to reimburse itgelf for the
advance payment aforésald, the
United States shall be entitléed to re-
imburse itself for any annual pay-
ments made as herein required, by re-
taining an . additional number of seal-
skins from the British anhd Japanese

Following the embarkation of Presi-
dent Simon late yesterday, ‘there was
an attempt to pillage business houses,
but the attempt was put down by force
and four ‘rioters -were shot.

It-is estimated " that ~forty - persons
were -killed during ‘the .occupatien ot
the city by the revolutionists—and the
subsequent rioting. i
~ President Antoine Simon "fled tha
capital yesterday and ‘took refuge onu
board the Haytlen cruiser Seventeenth
of December, formerly the yacht Am-
erican. With him are his'wife-and chil-
dren ‘and-a number of his foHowers.

As the aged president:was embark-
ing there was a -clash. in which his
chamberlain, - Deputy Prin, ‘and five
other persons were killed and Clemen-
tina Simon, his daughter :and six other
persons were injured. “Ehe injuries of
Miss Simon, are slight. :

President Simon feft the palace after
he had been informed that one wing
of the revolutionary party. command-
ed by General Peralte, "had “dented ‘his
request for three davs in which to se-
cure the safety of the city.

Promptly at 4 o’clock Simon came out
of _the -main. entrance .of “thepsiace.
Over his shoulders the old man, who
had declared that e woiild fight tethe
end, carried his rifle. With head erect,
he marched down the wharf. At &is
side his daughter Clenrentina ~walked.

Other members of his family previousty

had taken refuge on beard ‘the Sewven-
teenth of December. AsSimen:and his
daughter reached the whar! there was
a rush from the mob which had gather-
ed to witness the departure. Miss
Simon was the centre of the wattack,
and several women, ~howiing. -and
shrieking, succeeded in pulling off her
hat. Chief of Police Saint Lio rushed fo
the rescue, and led the young -woman
toward a schooner, the “Bradford C.
French. On th&"¥eng plank Deputy Prin
offered his arm to Miss Stmon. As he
did so a man rushed up and pressing
the barrel of his rifie into the deputy’'s
face, shot and killed him.

Firing became general, and before it
ceased five other persons had been kill-
ed and six women.

Among those with Simon who will
accompany him in exile are General
Monphuisir, minister of war, .‘and Min-
tster of the Interior Sylvain.

ARBITRATION TREATIES

et s

Great Britain, United States
and -France Set Example
to the World

Washington, D. C., Aug. 8,—Three of
the world’s greatest nations joined
hands to-day in opering the way to
the coveted goal of statesmen of mod-
ern times—universal peace.

Before the day is closed America,
Great Britain and France will have
signed general arbitration treaties for
the peaceful settlement of all disputes
that may be locked in the mystery of
the future, even though they concern
the national honor or vital interests of
the signatories, subjects invariably
excepted in existing arbitration trea-
tles. il

Jean Jules Jussérand, Fremch am-
bassador to the United States, now in
Paris, the first diplomat to accept
President Taft's suggestion that all
quarrels between nations could be ar-
bitrated, signed the convention in that
city at 2.08 p. m. to-day, or at 9.08 a, m.
Washington time. 8ix hours later at
the White House Secretary Knox will
sign the British and French treaties,
and James Bryce, the British ambassa-
dor, will sign the agreement for Great
Britain., President Taft will witness
the sgigning ceremoniés

_The general features of the new
treaties are: All differences interna-
tionally justiciable shall be submitted
to The Hague, unless by special agree-
ment some other tribunal is created or
selected.

Differences that either country thinks
are not justiciable shall be referred to
a commission of inquiry, composed of
representatives of the  two-' govern-
maents, empowered to make recommen-
dations for thelr settlement. Bhould
the commission decide that the dis-
pute should be arbitrated, such de-
cision will be hinding. Refore arbitra-
tion is resorted to, even in cases where
both countries agree that the.difference
is susceptible of arbitration, the com-
mission of inguiry shall investigate the
dispyte with- a view of recommending
a settiement without arbiiration.

for diplomatic settlement. 2

The senate will ratify the terms of
submission of each dispute to arbitra-
tion.
