MANY BOATS DESTROYED.

They Were Used in Trading With
Filipinos Fighting Against United
States Troops.

Manila, March 14—The robel trading
operations in the Viscayan Islands have
been broken up. Lieut. Fred Payne,
commanding the United States gunboat
Pampauga, pursuant to instructions, has
seized and destroyed 300 vessels of vari-
ous sizes. They were mostly native
eraft, constructed to assist the insur-
gents, but among those which have come
to grief are a number of coasting ves-
sels  belonging to the leading Manila
firms. Lieut. Payne captured a quantity
of supplies and war materials shipped
by the insurgent governor of the island
of Leoyte to the rebel commanders of the
Island of Samar. The Zebu pirates,
who raided the opposite shore of Negros
Island, have been suppressed, and their
boats burned.
