SENTENCE INFLICTED
ON CONRADE SUTTER

Prisoner Made Statement to Court De-
scribing Whole Affair—His
Counsel’s Address.

Conrade Sutter was on Tuesday sen-
tenced to three years’ imprisonment in
the penitentiary for robbery with vio-
lence from the person of Axel Murtinsgn
on Saturday night, October 18th. His
offence made him Jiable to a far more
serious penalty, in fact the magistrate
was empowered under the code to send
him to prison for life, accompanied by a
whipping. Fortunately for the prisoner
he was disposed to exercise a more leni-
ent spirit in dealing with his case, and
the above sentence was therefore in-
flicted. Just before it was imposed the
prisoner expressed a desire to narrate
the circumstances -surrounding the af-
fair. He said he thought it better ‘“‘to
tell the whole thing just as it happen-
ed.” Leaning over the side of the box
and apparently but little troubled with
mervousness, he gave his version of the
episode, which has just been' investi-
gated. Ho said:

“We (meaning Martinsen, Hayes and
himself) went to Princess saloon in the
afternoon, and after a few drinks there
walked to the Leland house. I went in
first and called for drinks, waiting for
Hayes and the Swede. When Hayes
came in I asked him where the Swede
was, and he replied: ‘He's coming.” 1
paid for the drinks after Martinsen
ecame in, and then he called for some.
He put the bill up to pay for them,
and the bartender asked him if that was
the smalest he had. I said ‘T’'ll pay for
ihe round.” I think it was 20 cents.

“The Swede then called for another
drink, and then went out to the back.
Hayes said ‘he’s gone out, but 1 re-
plied ‘he’ll be back in a minute, wait a
little bit and I'll go out and see’ I
went out, but the Swede wasn't there.
As the bartender was asking who was
going to pay, I said I would, so there
wouldn’t be any trouble. I then said
‘that sucker won't get the best of me
like that’ Hayes (Delaney) and I then
went out and walked to the cormer.
There were several people standing
there, so that the witness who said there
was nobody on the street at the time
didn’t know mueh about it. Hayes sud-
@enly said ‘there he is up the street,” so
we went after him. I was mad because
the Swede left me to pay for the drinks,
but didn’t think of robbery. When we
caught up to him I said ‘hello, where are
sou going? What did you mean by run-
ring off and not paying for the drinks?
He said ‘you Dutch——, and made a
swipe at me, and then caught hold of
my shoulders and iried to butt me with
Lis head. I tore myself loose and hit
him in the mouth. Woods said I told
him I hit the Swede in the ear. That
was wrong, as I couldn’t hit him there
the way he was facing me. He fell
down and Hayes jumped on him and
kicked him. He then took his purse out,
and I said ‘what have you got there?
Hayes replied ‘his pocketbook.’ I said
‘for God's sake give the man his pocket-
book,” Hayes said ‘there’s nothing in
i’

“We started walking down the street,
and Hayes suddenly said ‘here’s a bill.
I said ‘let me look at it.” I took it to
the light and saw it was a fifty. 1
took a dollar bill out of my pocket and
gave it back to Hayes for the fifty, and
he never knew but what it was a dol-
lar bill that he had. We then went down
to the Telegraph hotel and had a drink.”

The prisoner was also about to tell
what he did with the fifty dollar bill,
but refrained from doing so on the-.ad-
vice of his counsel. Mr. Moresby asked
that the magistrate take into considera-
tion Sutter’s respectable connection, and
also his previous good character. He
had been employed by Mr, Carthew and
at Mount Sicker, and was always will-
ing-to- work when it could be found. He
alsp pointed out that it was evident
that the prisoner didn’t intend to rob
the Swede when he started out, and
that it had occurred in a drunken row.

The magistrate observed that many
robberies were not premeditated, but
this did not affect the seriousness of the
crimes,

Preceding the statement by the
prisoner, Mr. Moresby. his counsel, oc-
cupied the greater part of the morning
in his address. He did not put his client
in the box nor produce any witnesses for
the defence, but claimed that the evi-
dence submitted on behalf of the prose-
cution was not sufficient to justify a
conyiction. He then went exhaustively
into the evidence. There was absolute-
Iy none, he said, to show that the ac-
cused knew the Swede had a fifty dol-
lar bill in his possession before they
went to the Leland house, which knock-
ed on the head the suggestion that the
robbery was premeditated.. There was
also nothing suspicious in the defend-
ant’s conduct at the Leland house, or
it would have been observed by Detec-
tive Palmer, who was in there at the
same time.

Mr. Moresby also contended that if
Martinsen was robbed at all it might
have been done by somebody else than
his client. As a matter of fact the
prosecution hadn’t proved that the
money was stolen. It might have been
lost in the scuffle, if Hayes's story that
such occurred was true. All the com-
plainant could remember was that he
had a fifty dollar bill when he.went to
the Leland house, and when he awoke,
ten or eleven hours later, it was gone.

Mr. Moresby further held that the
story of Hayes, or Delaney, an ac-
complice, was unworthy of belief, and
quoted numerous authorities to show
that such evidence, unless closely cor-
roborated, was worthy of but scant con-
sideration. As to the letters and the
admissious alleged to have been made
by Sutter to Wood, counsel attacked
this-evidence on the iground that Wood
was in collusion with the police, and it
should therefore not be credited,

On concluding his address the magis-

trate, after dealing with the evidence,
convicted the prisoner. He was about®
to pronounce sentence when the prison-
er made the statement above recorded.

PROVIDING FOR FARMERS,

A Deputation From the Voters’ League
Waits Upon the Minister of
Agriculture.

A . deputation consisting of A. L.
Belyea, C. H. Lugrin and F. Laughton,
representing the Voters’ League, wait-
ed upon Hon. J. D. Prentice Mon-
day afternoon for the purpose of urg-
ing upon 'the government the deésirability
of adopting some scheme by which set-
tlers from KEastern ‘Canada, Manitoba
and the Territories, and also foreign
countries, could be induced to settle in
British Columbia. The  deputation
urged that the necessary information
with respect to arable lands should be
prepared in a concise form for distribu-
tion,

Hon. J, D. Prentice pointed out the
difficulties which stood in the way of
collecting the information for such
pamphlets as they described on aceount
of the arable portions being broken by
mountains. To prepare surveys and
maps would therefore be an expensive
undertaking,

There had been drafted an act which
had not been reached last session, which
the government thought would do much
Fwith respect to this matter. This act
provided for a land commission whose
duty it would be to seek the most avail-
able tracts of land convenient to rail-
ways and centres of population. These
lands it was proposed to subdivide into
lots of from 10 to 160 acres, which
would be sold to actual settlers whose
payments would extend over a number
of years. To raise the necessary funds
for the survey, purchase and adminis-
tration of these lands, the government
proposes to issue 4 per cent. land bonds,
payable in 25 years, which would pro-
vide for the repayment of all the ex-
penditure without the province losing a
dollar in the transaction.

In answer to @ suggestion that the
government might seek to make ar
rangements with the C. P. R, in the
matter of inducing desirable gettlers
from Manitoba, .it was stated by Mr.
Prentice that such were now being con-
ducted.

The Tourist Association has made ar-
rangements it was stated along this line,
and had secured already a reduction in
rates.

; Hon, J. D. Prentice gave the delega-
tion every reason to believe that the gov-
ernment was prepared to accede to the
requests made to them by the deputa-
tion,

PRESENTATION MADE
TO COLLECTOR BUSBY

Dawson Merchants Appreciate His Ser-
vices and Make Him the Reci-
pient of a Gold Watch.

E. 8. Busby, inspector of customs of
the Yukon frontier, an acting collector
for the port of Dawson, has apparently
made many friends; among the merchants
and shippers in the north by his courte-
ous manner and the faithful discharge
of his duty.

In company with his family he has
left Dawson for a few weeks, during
which time he will visit Ontario return-
ing over the ice.

Various representatives of the mercan-
tile interests at Dawson waited upon
Collector Busby, and as a mark of their
eppreciation of his services presented
him with a beautiful gold watch and an
address.

The *address presented upon that oc-
casion and signed by all the leading
firms in the city was as follows:

To Edward Scott Busby, Inspgector of
Customs of the Yukon Frontier and

Acting Collector of Customs, Port of
Dawson:

We, the .undersigned, wish in a few
words to convey to you our appreciation
of the able manner in which you have dis-
charged the onerous duties devolviag wpon
you in the position you so faithfully and
efficiently fill in this territory.

The government of Canada is to be con-
gratulated on having at the head of the
customs of the Yukon a man of such
sterling qualities and fidelity to duty.

It is specially to the interests of Cana-
dian manufacturers and wholesale ship-
pers that the customs regulations he car-
ried out to the letter. The increase in the
|-volume of business is the strongest proof
in this direction of faithfulness and effi-
clency.

In replying to the address CCollector
Busby, who was taken entirely by sur-
prise, expressed his appreciation of the
honor done him, He said he had always
believed that the policy of the Canadian
government was to give whatever aid
was possible to Canadian merchants, and
he had followed this out. But in doing
so he had also followed out what he be-
lieved to be a policy of the government
in this part of the country, and had en-
deavored to give the American shipper
a fair show.

The Yukon was only of value to the
Dominion in so far as it was developed,
and whatever would help to the develop-
ment of the territory had seemed to him
to be the thing to be done above all
others; the revenue, of course,” always
being first protected.

He had simply endeavored to do his
duty for the whole territory, and while
away hoped to refute certain statements
that had been made in regard to Daw-
son and to bring her to the front.

EDITORIAL GIANT
HAS PASSED AWAY

LASCELLES CARR, OF
WESTERN MAIL, DEAD

He Visited This City Some Time Ago—
Potent Personality in World ~
of Journalism.

British papers to hand contain ac-
counts of the death of Lascalles Carr,
the founder, and for many yedrs editor
of the Western Daily Mail, the most in-
fluential Conservative journal in Wales.
Mr, Carr died at Hyeres\in Southern

France, where he had been a resident
for some months. Death resulted from
paralysis.

Mr, Carr visited Victoria about a year
ago, and while here was interviewed by
a Times representative. He impressed
cne as being a man of much force and
stability, as one whose personality would
be felt in any pursuit.

A writer in the Western Daily Mail,
speaking of the late editor, says:

“The daily newspaper of the principal-
ity was his creation; its distinetiveness
an emanation of his singular personal-
ity. As a writer he had a style as
clear, and argumentative as the legal
judgment of a great jurist. It had the
qualities and defects of the Anglo-Saxon
race—clear as crystal, but void of the
color and symbolism of the master of de-
scription. He could make the involved
intelligible, the complicated simple, but
seldom attempted to produce a word
picture or to excite an emotion. His
strength did not lie in writing; he never
wrote much, and in his later years
scarcely wrote at all for the Western
Mail. In journalism he first graduated
as a sub-editor, and the influence of that
least. obstructive, but most important,
calling remained with him to the end of
lifa. Mr. Carr was a great editor be-
cause he had ideas which he applied
with courage, because he had in an emi-
nent degree the journalistic instinct to
success, which enabled Delane to make
the Times powerful, He had ‘a nose for
news,’ and a gift for gauging the public
taste. Impulsive, wayward and highly
susceptible to the pressure applied by
whomsoever happened to be at his el-
bow, he cheerfully incurred odium on
account of opinions he had never ex-
pressed and which he may have even
disapproved. But in law and in the pub-
lic sight he was responsible for every
word that appeared in the Western Mail,
and with the strength of a strong man
he accepted the situation,

“No man ever made more persevering
efforts to be misunderstood. He was
perpetually struggling to conceal the
workings of an exceptionally kind heart.
He gave to the unfortunate freely, but
with the air of the hardened cynic, and
in his kindest mood was rough in man-
ner and gruff of voice, oftentimes to
hide his tears. Among his subordinates
he inspired affection without an effort
in that direction, and no man was ever
more loyally served. His life was one
whole contradietion; his life’s actions a
continuous refutation of his professed
beliefs. He was a Tory too radical
for institutions, whose reforming zeal
was embarrassing to his allies. The
animosities which he excited at a dis-
tance melted away under the magnetism
of personal contact. Cardiff Liberals
fought desperately to keep him out of
the council; when the time came for him
to retirg they exhausted every means to
keep him there, for they had learnt to
appreciate the shrewdness of that origi-
ral mind, and his humor had brighten-
ed municipal work. As a public speak-
er ha had few equals and no superior
in the principality; he had the makings
of a genuine orator able to bend the
masses to his will. Those whe knew him
best might criticize him, had cause oc-
casionally to do so sharply, even bitter-
ly, but they could not dislike him. His
persoanality was too irresistible; his
frankcess of avowal in the matter of
deficiencies left the critics dumb.

“In capacity he was a giant; his ver-
satility prodigious. When ecycling was
in its infancy he constructed a bicycle
which was the wonder of Cardiff until
it collapsed and nearly killed its maker.
He had a theory that all guns were
designed on the wrong principle, since
the straight stock ignorel the fact that
the human arm is crooked and out of
angle with the eye. So he made a gun
of his own, with a jointed stock, and
used it, too, without, disaster. He in-
vented an incubator of wonderful na-
ture, which might have revolutionized
the chicken industry, but for the acci-
dent that the joy of seeing the first chick
emerge from the shell induced him to
hasten to the house with the first fruits
of his triumph, leaving the door of the
contrivance open. When he discovered
the rest of the eggs cold in consequence,
the incubator was disintegrated with
violence, and the hobby, like the em-
bryonic chicks, suffered a fatal chill. He
had a passion for building, and was
never happier than when, choking with
dust and dodging falling debris, he su-
perintended some structural alteration.
The fine building in St, Mary street re-
mains as a monument to his ability as
an architéct. Omne of the best judges
in Cardiff holds that in the latter ca-
pacity he had no superior in the town.
In the old building it was dangerous to
mention- a draught or to hint at any
structural defect, because on the slight-
est provocation, he literally brought
down the walls,

“Mr. Carr took a great interest in the
development of the colonies, and was
particularly well informed concerning the
work of immigration to Canada.
Through the columns of his paper he did
valuable work for the Dominion in bring-
irg to the notice of West countrymen
the oportunities offered by Canada to
men of energy and industry. His death
will leave a gap in the ranks of British
journalists not easily filled.”

LONG-SERVICE MEDAL
PRESENTED TO VETERAN

A Recogniti(;n of Lt.-Col. Wolfenden’s
Forty-Seven Years of Service— _
Contingent Horored.

The eeremony of medal presentation
attracted a large number to the drill hall
Tuesday night, where a very interesting
military event occurred. It was not only
of interest to members of the Fifth
Regiment and the Veterans, who partici-
pated, but to outsiders also, as was at-
tested by the well-filled galleries of the
hall. As was generally known, the oc-
casion was the i)resentation to Lieut.-

"Col. Wolfenden, V. D., ‘of the long ser-

vice medal awarded by the late Queen
to those of the colonial forces who, by
their untiring devotion ‘to the service
render themselves entitled to it. The
presentation was made by the district
officer commanding, Lieut.-Col. Holmes,
who also pinned on the breasts of several
members of the Victoria coronation con-
tingent the medals awarded in com-
memoration of His Majesty’s coronation.
The recipients were Capt. Alexis Mar-
tin, Regiment Sergeant-Major Mulcahy,
and Sergeant Lorimer. Sergeant-Major
Lettice was unable to be present owing
to his recent bereavement, and Gr.
Smethurst is absent from the city. Co.
Sergeant-Major Bailey received his
medal from the Prince of Wales in Eng-
land.

The Fifth Regiment and the Veterans
were drawn up in the form of a hollow
square, the latter being on the right, The
scene was altogether an impressive one,
the contrast between the younger men
in their uniforms and the dignified group
of veterans wearing their medals and
distinctive association badge being strik-
ing.

Lieut.-Col. TIolmes. D, O. C., arrived
on the scene shortly after the men were
formed, with Major Jones, Capt. Mec-
Connpn and Surgeon Hart. Lieut-Col.
Wolfenden accompanied him from the
orderly room. The district officer com-
manding then addressed the parade, al-
luding to the pleasure afforded him in
presenting the long-service medal to one
whom he had known and esteemed for
mwore than a score of years. He explain-
ed the regulations governing the award-
ing of the medal requiring twenty years’
service on the part of the recipient, ten
of ‘'which must be as a commigsioned
officer., He hoped some of those before
him would earn this recognition of devo-
tion to duty.

Hen then pinned the medal on the
veteran Colonel's breast, and heartily
congratulated him, the spectators break-
ing into applause The D. O. C. also
attached the medals to the breast of the
three members of the coronation contin-
gent whQ stood before him.

Three cheers for Lieut.-Col. Wolfen-
den were then proposed and heartily
given, followed by three more for the
King.

The turnout of ‘the Veterans, there
were thirty altogether, elicited a compli-
ment from the district officer command-
ing before retiring, and their colonel also
took 'occasion to thank them for their
attendance.

Lieut.-Col. Wolfenden well _deserves
the mark of distinction he has just re-
ceived. He has served his country in
all grades from gunner to lieut-colonel
for forty-seven years, and his career is
a notable example of faithfulness ‘and
loyalty. His services are  as follows:
Joined the Royal Engineers June, 18535;
was appointed lance corporal, 1856; pass-
ed the course of instruction at the
School of Musketry, Hythe, in 1856;
was rifl2 instructor, 1856; second cor-
poral, 1857; corporal, 1858; volunteered

“for service with the Columbia Detach-

ment of Royal Engineers, under Col.
Moody, 1858; sailed from England in
October, 1858; arrived in New West-
nvinster in April, 1859; received his dis-
charge on the detachment being disband-
ed, in October, 1863; was appointed gov-
ernmment vrinter in October, 1863; joined
the New Westminster Rifle Volunteers as
sergeant-major, on its formation, in
January, 1864, was ensign and adjut-
ant, May, 1864; resigned his commission
on removal of the seat of government to
Victoria, in June, 1868; joined the Viec-
toria Rifle Volunteers, July, 1868; ap-
pointed ensign of No. 1 Company, Vie-
toria Rifles, on the formation of the Can-
adian Militia, February 13th, 1874;
lieutenant, July 16th, 1875; captain, May
2nd, 1879; captain and adjutant of the
Provisional Regiment of Garrison Artil-
lery, October 12th, 1883; major com-
manding; November 27th, 1885; lieuten-
ant-colonel 'British Columbia Brigade,
Garrisan Artillery (now Fifth Regiment)
May T7th, 188u; retired, retaining rank,
June 16th, 1888; in all, forty-seven years
continuous service,

The long-service medal is of ornate
workmanship, with an ornamental border
bearing the words ‘“Colonial Auxiliary
Forces,” surmounted by a golden crown,
enclosing the letters V. R. I. On the
reverse is the recipient’s name and rank.
