The Fight By Rounds.

McLeod op2ned the fight with a right
Ro Beansy's ‘head and the local bhoy

ribs and Beansy a left to the jaw. It
was an even round.

McLeod was again.the first to land in
the second .round, when heé got two
hard rights to Beansy's head. Then he
tried a right swing for the jaw, but
missed and Beansy sent his head back
with a left uppercut, and repeated the
dose a moment later, when McLeod
sent a left to the ‘ribs. McLeod hit
Beansy low, but when Beansy protest-
ed to the referee the New Brunswicker
replied that Beansy had knocked his

. arm down. *

Beansy opened the third with an.up-
percut and McLeod returned a hard
right to the:. head.® Then the New
Brunswick ‘boy sentf a left to the ribs
and Beansy came back with a straight
right to the head and drove McLeod
across the ring and almost through the
ropes with left and right swings to
stomach and head. McLeod put a hard
right to the ribs and Beansy came back
with two lefts to the face. It was

eapsy’'s round.

Fourth round was even. McLeod sent
& few hard right swings to Beansy's
ribs and the local boy landed on Mec-

Sixth round was very even and hoth
were fighting strong. "The local boy
got a couple of stiff left ‘and right
hooks to jaw, and McLeod warmed
Beansy ‘about the ribs with left and
right swings.

They swapped punches in hot ex-

change in the middle of the seventh
round and both landed some hard wal-
lope. Just before the bell rang McLeod
put three hard hooks to Beansy's jaw
apd Beansy got to the New Brunswick
boy's jaw with a hard left upper cut
It was McLeod’s round.
Beansy got the first blood i the
eighth round with a rlght.sma.sh to
McLeocd’s nose, and followed it up
with a left to jaw. MecLeod put @&
right to the ribg and swung a left ®
jaw. Beansy put a hard right to the
stomach that McLeod did not relish
and a hard left to the jaw, and the
New Brunswick fighter sent a left
and right to Beansy's face just as the
bell rang.

Both men were knocked down in the
ninth round after a flerce exchange, in
which Beansy had. the advantage.
Beansy put hard left and right upper-
cuts to McLeod’s jaw and the New
Brunswick boy went down on his
hands and knees. He remained down
for a count of nine and as he rose to
his feet, Beansy’s seconds shouted to
him to rush in and finish him. He
did rush, but MecLeod proved that he
was not yet-all in by flooring Beansy,
with a right stiff right to the jaw.
When the referee had counted four the
bell rang and Beansy walked to his
corner,

Both came out of their corners for
the ninth round looking fresh, and it
seemed as if the fight would go the
limit. Beansy put a right to jaw,
and McLeod sent three rights to jaw
one after the other, Then they swap-
ped punches, McLeod to the ribs and
Beansy put up a Mardiright to Mc-
Leod’s nose and McLeod came back

| with a stiff left to the jaw.

The eleventh round was the turning
point. McLeod took an awful punch-
ing but he showed his gameness. He
opened the round with a right to ribs
and then Beansy sent a left to the
head, right to the .stomach and left to
the jaw. When McLeod walked to his
corner at the end of the round he look-
ed weak.

Beansy won the fight in the twelfth
round, although the knockout did not
come till the thirteenth. Beansy drove
him all over the ring with lefts and
rights to jaw and stomach, and a less
streqnger man would have gone down
under any one of the blows. McLeod
continued to fight back and succeeded
in reaching Beansy's ribs a few times,
but his blows did not hurt. He was
almost out whan the bell rang for the
end of the round, and his seconds had
to assist him to his corner.

The thirteenth round was the end of
the best fight ever seen in the park.
