Crazy Man Shot a Girl, Her Mother, and

WASHINGTON COURT HOUSE,
Okio, May 6.—Bert Devaney, aged 43
a well-known horseman and driver of
John Hancock,
killed . Lida Bird," aged 22, a colored
girl, and shot her mother, inflicting a
probably fatal wound. He then ran
across the town to the barn of Silas
Shakelford where he took refuge. Re-
fusing tocome out, Shakelford went in
after him and was shot and Kkilled by
Devaney. Later Devaney committed
suicide. It was thought Devaney was
insane.

Dr. Douglas Passed Away After a Brief
liiness—A Murder Trial in
Los Angeles.

CHARLOTTETOWN, P. E. 1, May
6—Dr. Albert E. Douglas, speaker of

| the provincial legislature since Febru-

ary 1903, dled at his home, Hunter
River, this morning, after ten days’ ill-
ness from pleuro-pneumonia. He was
born at Head of Hillsborough, Decem-
ber 1860, educated at McGill and the
University of New York, and sradu-
ated M. D. G. M. at the former institu-
tion. FHe represented the second dis-
trict of Queens in the liberal Interest
since July 11th, 1900, when he was elect-
ed at a bye-election, which practically
meant saving the government, as the
parties then were very close. As speak-
er his rulings have given general satis-
faction to both sides of the house. He
leaves a widow and three children.

The trial of Fred E. Cook, formerly
of Summerside, for the murder of his
wife, was concluded in Los Angeles,
California. The murder was commit-
ted in a Los Angeles street car In Aug-
ust, 1908, and Cook made his escave.
Nothing was heard of him until Oc-
tober, 1907, when he gave himself up to
the police. At this trial, which was
held in Los Angeles, evidence was sub-
mitted, some of it from parties in
Summerside, to show that he was in-
sane. Pending expert testimony as to
his sanity he was remanded under a
life sentence.

BOY CUT THE THROATS OF
FIVE PERSONS WHO SLEPT

Siteen Year Old Used Scissors and Razor on Inmates of
an Halian Barber Shop—Two of the Victims Likely
to Die—Black Hand Suspected.

NEW YORK, May 6—A sixteen year
cld boy, known only as Carmello, and
employed in a barber shop in Brooklyn,
early today cut the throats of his em-
ployer, Antonio Peraso and Mrs. Per-
aso, and three barbers while they lay
asleep in Peraso’s apartment at 107
Fulton St. The wounds of Peraso and
his wife are believed to be mortal while
those of the barbers are serious but
probably not fatal. The boy escaped.

The police have a theory that the
boy was an agent of a Black Hand
gang which had been . demanding
money of Peraso under. the threat of
doing him an injury and that the
blackmailers placed the boy in the
shop in order to punish Peraso for his
refusal to satisfy their demands. Car-
mello used a palf of scissors and 2
razor in his attack upon the barber
and his employes. The three barbers
were first attacked by the boy. Stra-
filo was awakened from his sleep by a

stab in the neck and before he could
resist, the boy drew a razor across his
throat, inflicting a severe wound. He
was still conscious and saw the boy
as he crept to the besides of Rebento
as he crept to the bedsides of Rebento
they slept.

Peraso, who with his wife, was asleep
in an adjoining room, was awakened by
a stab wound in his neck and engaged
the boy in a desperate struggle. The
man was unarmed and the boy, clutch-
ing a razor in his hand, slashed his
employer several times about the face,
neck and hands. The fight was going
against the barber when his three as-
sistants staggered into the room and
attacked the boy. Together they drove
him from the rooms into the street and
summoned assistance. It was then
found that Mrs. Peraso’s throat had
been cut and that she was lying in
bed only partially conscious while the
fight with the boy was in progress.
