“a Vigorous Protest
Against a Settlement of the Questions
New Before the Commission.

Private Operators Aleo Protest Against
Any Adjournment-No Progress to
Be Made By a Conferonce
With Mitcheil.

NEW YORK, Nov, 25.— A serious
hitch occurred today in the plans for
a settlement of the coal controversy
by confgrence between the coal opera-
tors and the miners’ union, and it is
now most probable that the final ad-
justment of the points at issue will be
again referred to the gray commission.

At a meeting between the presidents
of the coal roads and a large number
of independent operators a strong pro-
test was entered by the latter against
treating' directly with:the miners, An
invitation to meet Mr. Mitchell at
‘Washington, on Friday was premptor-
ily declined and it was unanimously
agreed that in .the judgment of the
operators it was best for the present
to go on with the hearing before the
commission.

NEW YORK, Nov. 25.—The follow-
ing statement was given out this af-
ternoon by C. D. Simpson, representing
the independent operators :

SCRANTON, Nov. 22, 1902,

To Messrs. Baer, Thomas, Truesdale,
Olyphant, Fowler and Walter, presi-
dents :

Gentlemen—The undersigned indivi-
dual coal operators whose product is
carried over one or the other of your
respective railroads, having leaned
that efforts are being made to effect
a sgettlement of the question now be-
fore the anthracite coal strike com-
mission ,0f which the individual coal
operators have been made a party at
the requeet of the commission, and a
number of your -corporations, & beg
leave respectfully ‘to enter theéir vigor-
ous protest against any such settle-
ment to be made at this time, and set
forth the following among many rea-
sons: ;

1. We beélieve that such a settlement
at this time and upon the basis sug-
gested, would forever establish the
power and perpetuate dhe injustice
perpetrated by the United Mine Work-
ers, :

2. That such a settlement would’ be,
in the eyes of the public, a confession

that we have heretofore been guilty |/

of all the offences charged against us
by the said mine workers.

3. That we have, and believe that
you have, such a perfect and complete
defense to the allegations made by the
complainants before the commission,
that any money award the commission
would render would be far less than
the amount we understand that it is
proposed to concede, especially to min-
ers and their laborers.

4. That aside from any money con-
siderations, tHis commisgion, composed-
as we believe of meén that are absolute-
ly fair, unblased and of unusual ex-
perience and’8ood judgment in ‘their
findings, ‘will make such declaratign as
will for ‘many years put a ban -upon
unlawful practices, oppression of non-
union men, unjustifiable demands and
other grievances that we have been
suffering under since 1900, when' the
unfon first took possession of our pro-
perty. If, on the other hand, this set-
tlement be made mnow, when not  a
single witness has been called on our
part or on your behalf, it will be .an
absolute and distinct surrender to the
miners’ union, and the troubles above
referred to will not only be continued,
but so magnified as to be absolutely
unbearable. The hearings -before the
anthracite coal strike commission pre-
sent the first opportunity that the coal
operators have ever had of presenting
their case before the general public,
who are really an | important third
party, since alistracts at least of these
proceedings are published all over the
United States, and it is a duty that
we gwe to ourselves as well as to them
to proye that the continued and re-
peated charges of injustice, barbarity
and extortion are absolutely unfound-
ed; all of which the individual opera-
tors at least propose to do.

The case as presented already shows
such weakness that we believe they
were almost disheartened when-these
suggestions for a compromise were
made. We believe that any surrender
on our part, which would be Practically
wkhat this compromise would amount
to, would be by far the most- serious
mistake ever made in the anthracite
coal ‘business. .

The protest bears the signatures of
twenty-four firms.

The protest was. presented by C. D..
Simpson of' the. West: End 'Coal 'Com-.
pamy, who said: g :

‘‘Gentlemen, in' making our protest against
any_present -seftlement of the guestion . af
I8sue, we desire to ‘emhagsizé certain points
of material importance. During the past
five months no consistent effort has been
made to inform the public of the true:state
of affairs. Consequently it has accepted the
miners’ version and believes we are  treat-
ing our employes unfairly, defrauding them
of their earnings and preventing them from
making a decent livelihood.

“It is our opinion, and oné upon which
‘we are very determined, that we owe it to
ourselves to have ‘this investigation 6ton-
tinue ' in order that testimony ' may be
taken which wil prove clearly to the public
at large th i the wages we have paid and
the treatmen: acconded our men have been
fair, and that their ‘earnings have been large
in ‘proportion. to. the .imtelligence required
and their willingness to. work.

“To common iabor the daily wage has been
small, hut no less than it receives from the
same class of work in any industry, and
more than on your railroads. We do not
give mechanie’s ‘wages to the man
handles-a pick or eels a barrow.

‘““Ag to the miners, it can be shown that
their annual earnings are more than the
amount called ‘fair wages,” which was
specified by two witnesses -called for the
plaintiff. Their wages per hour are greater
than ‘thoge of skilled mechanics working and
living in the same rvegion, and they work
less hours ner day, through choice, and con-
sequently, through the same choice, less
days per week, since the operator must em-
ploy a large number of ‘men in order to
secure the output which might be produced
by a fractlon of that number. )

by our books and those of your own mining
companies: You will find that the men who
have had the Ilargest earnings are 080
who have worked steadily, just as a h-
enic must, while the small earnings have

Its presentation and the.publicity which can
be giveh it, will be of indefinite service to
every mining company.

The mechanic,
who finds that he is working more hours for
less money than the miner, will talk., Unem-
ployed labor will fearn of the' opportunity
for comfortable earnings and will talk, and
the miners, when they enter into a discus-
sion with other workers, will not be long
in seeing that they have had the opportu-
nity and have made good earnings and be-
came’ jealous that .their fleld will be entered
by others who.wish for equally good for-
tune,

“Thus far the general effect of the testl-
mony presented has given undue prominence
to Mr. Mitchell. In the four and a half days
in which he was kept on the stand, the onily
point of value ascertained was that he was
in sympathy with the miners and ‘not’
familiar with anthracite mining. - Half an
hour 'would have served the same . purpose,
and prevented much sympathy-creating gen-
eralities. He said that others knew the sit-
uation better—they would be called. Prol
ably these persons are to be the next wit-
nesses for that side, 'and if they are men
with a good record for faithful work, cross-
examination will show what we have already
stated—that their earnings are sufficient—
and ‘this could then be supported by our
own witnesses. ‘But our ‘local attorneys and
the superintendents of the collieries are best
fitted for such questions, They are familiar
with ' 'the details and can bring out the
rcofs, 5 ;

‘““We think it highly desirable that any at-
tempt at a compromise should immediately
stop; that the investigation should continue
and that one or two of the individual oper-
ators, with your represenfatives, should col~
lect and tabulate figures of earnings for the
purpose of presenting them in evidence. Af-
ter that our witnesses can appepa:

monfhs with their‘losses and annoyances, it
is a little matter to wait for a short time
more. ' A good fight is never useless, and if
An the end we should win, it will be better
to have ended with the dignity of & -strong
effort than to weakly go on pur knees now,
when ‘we know the other side has practically
exhausted its resources.””

The meeting of the independent op-
erators and railroad officials lasted
about an hour, and at its close Presi-
dent Fowler of the New York, Ontario
and Western said that President Baer
of the Reading was preparing the
statement. Later the statement was
issued, and Mr. Baer left at once for

. Philadelphia, After mentioning at the |

outset the names of the ‘private” op-
erators present, the list being the same
as set forth in the protest of the inde-
pendent operators, together with ithe
name of John Markle and a few others,
the statement given out by Mr. Baer
says: j

“They (the private operators) met the
coal presidents ‘who had signed the request
to the president of the United States.

“‘They presented ‘a protest aginst any ad-
journment being: made at this time, insist-:
ing that the principles involved Were So
serious and affected so many interests that
it was necessary to have the commission
hear all the facts and pass its ' judgment
‘upon the whole controversy.

“‘Mr. Simpson, as chairman, read a paper,
expressing their views, and other gentlemen
expressed decided ‘opinions.

“In the .midst of the conference the re-

quest came from Washington to the opera-
tors -of both classes to meet Mr. Mitchell and
his asgsociates next Friday ‘morning at 10 o'-
clock. ' The 'parties. present, without digsent,
instructed Mr. Baer to make the following
answer: PR ; *
