TEACHER FOUND

Bertram G. Spencer, a Clerk,
Identified As Assailant Of
Springfield School Teacher
~Qther Charges Alleged.

Springfield, Mass. Aprll 6.~The
wahton murder on the evening of
Thursday last of Miss Martha B.
Blackstoneé by & masked burglar was
tonight formally charged against Bert-
ram G, Spencer, a clerk, aged 28 years
who was arrested earlfer in the day.
Following his identification by Mra.
Sarah J. Dow and Miss Luey Dow
mother and sister respectively of Miss
Hartiet P. Dow, who was seriously
wounded as the invader of Miss Dow’s
home, where Miss Blackstone was a
puest, several people positively identl-
fled him as the man responsible for
the career cf local terrorigm of a year
ago, during which their homes were
broken into and robbed.

A search of Spencer's home in West
Springfield immediately after his ar-
rest this morning resulted in the find-
ing 4by the police of two black silk
masks such as the victims have des
scribed the burglar as wearing, se-
veral loaded revolvers and a small
amount of miscellaneous articles in-
cluding jewelry. It was the identifica-
tion of some of these articles as be
ing portions of the loot taken by the
burglar in his several raids that had
much to do with Spencer's positive
identification. Wearing a mask, as he
always did the victims could not cer
tainly identify his features.

Spencer had been detained at the
police station all day, but it was not
until late in the afternoon that Mrs.
Dow and her daughter stated their
conviction s to his ideutity. Then
they picked out from the alleged loot
a peculiar green Indlan head belt and
a pearl brooch which they said was
taken by the man who entered thelr
home on Round Hill Thursday even-
ing, Just after this, Mrs. 4. A. Lud:
dington, who was attacked and robbed
at her home on Avon Place on July
25,1909, stated her belief that Bpen-
cer was her assailant, When she found
among the articles taken from his
home a solitaire diamond ring and
one of three stones she made her
identification positive. Mrs. Eric Rrick-
gen, who @ Year ago was employed
a8 & domestic in the home of L. J.
Powers, told the police she was rea-
gonably certain that Spencer was the
man who had burglarized that house
and threatened the inmates.

During the evening half a dozen per-
gons whose homes had been entered
by a burglar during the past claimed
to have identified Spencer as the man.
But these identifications, like those
of the late afternoon, were not based
entirely upon physical characteristics.
The persons who made them stated
that Spencer looked like the burglar
and when they found in the alleged
loot, articles taken from their home,
they stated generally that they were
sure he was the man, . Miss Eva
Tessler, the only person known to
lave faced. the burglar when he was
without his mask, had not confronted
Spencer up to tonight.

Spencer has borne a good reputation
among those who know him here. He
is married and has one child, His
wife maintains that he was at home
on Thursday evening after returning
at 8 o'clock from a trip to Springfield
after groceries.

Battleboro, Vt., April 5,~The find-
ing among the jewelry taken from the
home of Bertram G. Spencer in
Springfield, today, of a gold ving
which was taken from a house here
during a burglary on July 28, 1908,
led to the bellef that Spencer's alleged
operations have not been confined to
8pringfield, The local police tonight
were working to determine whether
he might have had any connection
with the dozen or more burglaries
which took place in Brattleboro dur-
ing the summer of 1008,
