Behind the branch engine was g freight
car and two passenger coaches containing
several people. The man who was killed
was standing on the front platform of the
first passenger car and the shock of the
collision shoock him off, and he fell under
the train.

The force of the impact drove the branch
train back some forty or fifty yards and
when the unfortunate man was found he
was lying under the engine, with one of
his hands pinned underneath a wheel of
the tender. In order to get him out it
was necessary to lift the tender. It is
thought that the unfortunate man was
killed at once, as he was dead when got
out. He had a nasty cut on the left temple
and his left lrand was cut in two.

Young Atkingon, who is a son of the
station agent at Derby Junction, was help-
ing to load some freight into the box car
when the collision took place and he was
knocked down and received a very bad cut
on the'top of his head. The other people
in the car next behind received similar
injuries, though in a lesser degree,

Fireman Jumped in Time.

The driver of the braneh frain was
standing on the platform when he saw
the express running down on him and he
called to his fireman to jump, which the
latter did, just in time to save his life,
as the cab of the branch engine was re-
duced to scrap iron at once.

The force of the collision was severely
felt by the passengers on the express, sev-
eral of whom got severely shaken up. In
the dining car breakfast had just been fin-
ished and the utensils were being cleaned
and put away. One of the.waiters was
carrying a tray full of things down the
passage when he was thrown from his feet
and his tray and contents sent in all di-
rections, he receiving a very severe cut at
the back of his head in his fall. A passen-

Fredericton, N. B., March 9—The report
of the auditor-general, which was brought
down this ‘afternoon, is remarkable for the
number of orders from the treasury board,

1 their being Do less than forty-one author-

izing over-expenditure of more than $100,-
000 over and above the estimated expendi-
ture.

The treasury board is composed of
Messrs. Flemming, Grimmer and Morrissy
and these three members apparently have
power to authorize any amount of money
to be paid. As early as May of last year
the department of public works sbegan to
call for more money, and Aunditor Lou-
don calls’ attention to this fact in a let-
ter to the secretary of the treasury board,
when an application was made for more
than $5,000 in these words:

“You will note that the reason assigned
for ‘the exécessive expenditure is that the
legislative appropriation was insufficient.”

Again in July Mr. Loudon sharply call-
ed attention to over-expenditure in this
department station in which he says:
{‘The department of public works evident-

Iy pays no attention to section 14 of the

udit. Act, which says that before any
ftment shall suthonze any expendi-

‘expenditures- previouely authorized
out’ of that appropriation.”

Paid No Attention to Protests.

It was quite evident that the demands
of hungry followers could not he stemmed
and the commissioner of public works paid
no attention to the auditor-general, for
again in  August he writes the treasury
board: “As pointed out to you the pub-
lic works department pay no attention to
the provisions of -the audit-act.”

But it was rot. until ‘October: 15 that
the auditor-general took isgue wiih the de-
partment of public works and-refused to
recommend the payment of an. amount. ex-
ceeding $16,000 - asked ' for. - He said no
gpecial report as to the necessity of the
payment with reasons why the appropria-
tion was insufficient had been submitted.

Then he makes the important statement
that the expenditure on bridges has evid-
ently taken moneys intended for the high-
way boards. ‘‘Many highway boards have
over-expended their grants and now ask
the government to pay such over-expendi-
tures. This procedure being contrary to
the terms of the audit aet, I am unable
to recommend payment of the same.”

The auditor-general was, however, over-
ruled by the'all powerful treasury board,
for the public works department obtained
'the money on its order.

In addition to treasury orders there were
special warrants'and orders in couneil for
further expenditures.

Some Plums for the Faithful.

There are some interesting items from
DeWitt Bros, at Havana, which the total

The. expenses of Faetory Inspector Ken-
ny were over $400, and the St. John office
of immigration cost $3,330.

SSAULT BY NEGRL, AGE
< WOMAN- 15 DANG

Mrs. Ann Davidson Victim of Revolting Crime at Willow
Grove—George Hector, Colored, Caught by Police and
is Now in Jail Here—Victim Declares He is Guilty—
Believed Prisoner Comfessed—The Story of the Attack.

Friday, March 10,

Mrs. Ann Davidson, seventy-five years of
age, was the victim of a murderous assault
which took place in the remote and lonely
settlement of Willaw Grove about 7.30
o’clock Wednesday’ night, and now lies
at death’s door. Not the slightest hope
is held out for her recovery, which means
that her brutal agsailant, declared by her
to be George Hector, a young negro of this
city, who was captured after a most sen-
sational chase in' Gilbert’s field near the
Three Mile Houss, about 6.15 last even-
ing, will have to face the charge of mur-
der. He is at présent oceupying a cell in
the central police’ station and it is ex-
pected that he will' be brought before
Magistrate Ritchie’ this morning.

The crime for which he is being held is
revolting. Failing:in an attempt at crim-
inal assanlt on the woman, who is seventy-
five years of age, he alashed her across the
throat with a knife-and then fled, leaving
i her to die. Mrs, Davidson lived all alone
lin a little cottage. \Her assailant, who, al-
though belonging fo this city, was a fre-
quent visitor to Willow Grove, and at

The capture of the negro was sensational,
a revolver being brought into play before
he was finally taken into custody. Deputy
Jenking and Detective Killen were the suc-
cessful pair. On their arrival at the Three
Mile House they were met by Policemen
Marshall and Goeline, who had been
searching questionable houses in that vicin-
ity, and who after their arrival there set
out to ‘make a search of the stables at
Moosepath Driving Park. While convers-
ing together the deputy and detective no-
ticed a negro answering to the description
of Hector hastily making his way through
the field in the rear of <he Three Mile
House.
