Provincial and Dominion Politics.

The course of the Attorney General
in throwing himselfso zealously into the
Dominion election for this County, is a
fair subject for criticism. We doubt the
propriety of mixing up Dominion and
Provincial politics in this manner. In
our judgment, they ought to be kept dis-
tinct. The Attorney General, the Local
Government and the members of the,
Local Legislature generally should have
in their own sphere ample duties and.
anxieties, without undertaking to con-:
trol elections to the Dominion Parlia-:
ment. We can not discover where the
Local Government is to be a gainer by
the Attorney General's course, but we
can see where such interference will
augment the opponents of the Govern-
ment, who are already sufficiently nu-
merous for its comfort. We presume,
however, the Attorney General as Lead-,
er of the Government, has advised with
his colleagues before entering the field
of Domiuion politics, and that it was in
their joint judgment necessary that a
certain candidate for St J ohn County
should be defeated and a certain other
candidate elected. They must, there-
fore, abide the consequences of their
act; and if they discover & large falling
off in the support which St. John City
and County would, under other circum-
stances, extend to them iz Local affairs,
they must thank themselves for their
awkward positions.

DECEPTIVE APPEARARCES.—‘-VOter!Should
aot be deceived by imposing Cisplays of
conches, flags, placards, etc. These are
not true indications of the stite of public
sentiment.

As the Telegraph intimates, it is emi-
nently improper to attempt to deceive the
electors by displays of ‘‘placards,” etc.
There was not a little excitement last night
in connexion with this same ghbject. Ata
late hour Mr. Burpee discovered that ap
employee of Mr. Elder had caused to be
printed large placards bearing the words
«Barpee and Elder,” intended to be pasted
on waggons and posted in conspicuous
places, the object being to s¢deceive’’ the
electors into the belief that Messrs. Burpee
and Elder were running together. (The
device was similar to that which induced
the Telegraph to announce that Mr. Elder
was “‘loudly called for” at Me. v!l‘illey’s_
meeting!) When Mr. Burpee head en-
quired into the matter he discovered that
the placards had not only been printed butt
many of them had already been sentinto the
country, more particularly to St. Martios
and points in that direction. He was ac-
cordingly put to the expense of sending a
special messenger to secufe the obnoxious
placards and destroy theéin ; and a visit of
a representative of Mr. Burpee to Mr.
Elder’s Committee Room sécured a promise
that the remaining copies should be burnt.
Aund this is what the Telegraph knows
about *‘placards” and i¢deceptive appear-,
ances.’’

Portraits of Irish Celebrities.

‘The Dublin correspondent of the Times
writing of the Irish National Portrait Gal-
lery describes as follows the portraits of
two of the greatest orators Ireland has pro-
duced, and in an anecdote respecting
Judge Norbury carries us back to the time
when lrish lawyers were wits, and were as
expert in using the pistol as in drawing a
declaration :—The likenesses of Burke and
his sens are excellent. There is little, how
ever, of the genius of the great orator and
statesman seem in his quiet fcatures as he
tooks earnestly {rom the canvas. His son’s
is an admirable portrait. It looks as fresh
a8 when first painted, and is one of Rey-
nold’s master-pieces. The perfect fidelity
of the likeness has been certified by Prior ;
the colour is brilliant, and the tone exqui-
sitely soft and mellow There is an ex-
pression of sadness in the face which ac-
cords with the story of the young man’s
delicate health. Over it 18 the rather pe
dantic but touching inseription by Burke
himself: *“O dolor atque accus,” which
recorded his passionate grief. Turning
from this group,the eye may rest upon
the spare figure of Uenry Grattan, who
oecupics  a conspicuous [osition at the
western end of the gallery. He
painted in the scarlet uniform of the Vol-
uuteers, with a roll of papers in his, hand,
and is in the act of delivering one of his
eloquent and impressive speeches in de-
fence of Irish independence There isano-
ther portrait of him in a different part of
the gallery, in which hLe appcars as a
wrinkled, grizzled and irritable looking old
man, remarkably like his son, who is still
rememnbered as a contemporary of O’Con
nell. Beside him is an excellent portrait
of Foster, the last Speaker of the Iris!
House of Commons, one of the wmost con-
sistent, independent and able opponents o
of the Union. Near him is the portrait o
a celebrity whose memory is_held in ver)
different estimation—**Bob Norbury,'’ the
ruthless Chiet Justice of the Common
Pleas, whose ignorance and prejudice were
famous, or infamous, for the intellectual
keenness of his brutal jokes. His figure is
still remembered as he used t ride through
the streets of Dublin, followed by a servant
who appears to have been trained in the
same school, and returned with interest
the vitaperation which he received from
his master. Numereus tales are told abou
Norbury and his court. One of his smar
retorts to O'Connell may be recalled as »
sample of his pungent humour. The
+ Liberator’’ having received a challenge to
fight aduel in satisfaction for- an offenc:
which he gave a high official at Dublin
Castle, who need not be named, the preli-
minaries were arranged, and the combat
ants were to proceed to France to settle the
quarrel.

APPROPRIATING A LECTURE.

The Melbourne Argas says:—** Punish-
ment, though inadequate in character, has
at length been visited upon the Rev.J. W
Ioglis, of St. John’s Presbyterian Church.
Ballarat, who was convicted by the Argus
towards the closc of last year, of gris:
plagiarism and literary larceny. It was
proved beyond doubt that Mr. Inglis had
deliberately appropriated a lecture writter
by the Rev. Dr. Huntington, of America,
and delivered it as his own on several oc-
casions. He, however, had the effrontery
to endeavor to explain away, if not deny,
the charge in a letter to the Argus and to
his congregation, and on the matter being
brought before the Ballarat Presbytery,
that body condoned the offence with inde-
cent precipitancy. S0 greata scandal to
the Church, however, could not be allowed
to rest, and at thc commission of the Gen
eral Assembly, held in Melbourne, the case

was brought forward by the Rev. Dr |

Cairns. A committee was appointed to
communicate with Mr. Inglis, who recog-
nised the desirability of making a clean
breast of the thing and acknowledging his
fault. The committtee. having met Mr.
Inglis, reported that he had fully and pe
nitently acknowledged and deplored his
great fault. He admitted having entirely
appropriated the lecture ot Dr. Hunting
ton : that hisletter to the Aryus fell far
short of the truth ; that his confession to
the Presbytery was inadequate ; and that
he regretted the false impression produ
ced on the minds of his co-Presbyters by
the want of perfect ingenuousness in his
representations to them. 1t was then pro-
posed to suspend the offender from his
office for three months ; but it was agreed
at last that a public rebuke from the Mo-
derator of the Assembly would be an ade-
quate punishment. A severe rebuke was
accordingly administered by the Vodera-
tor, who addressed Mr. Inglis as follows :—
¢« You have sinned against God. You have

rmitted yourself to repeat that act no
ess than on five different occasions, and
when the theft was detected you covered
that theft by a lie. You solemnly denied,
in a letter to the most influential paper in
this metropolis, that you had been guilty
of that of which you have unqualifiedly
confessed yourself guilty.” He continued
for some time to speak in equally severe
language. Mr. lnglis submitted to his
chastisement with humility, and then
withdrew from the Assembly Hall. He
bas since returned ‘to L+is congregation,who
have allowed him a month’s leave of ab-
sence to recover his health.”’

Fatal Afirayat the Insane Asylum.

An affray occurred at the Provincial

Hospital for the Insane, Dartmouth, on
Friday afternoon, which resulted on Satar-
day morning in the death of one of the
inmates.

It appears that on Friday afternoon there
were in No. 4 Male Ward in the Hospital
twenty two lunatics under the care of two
attendants. A third attendant, not
specially on duty, happened also to be
present. The notice ol the attendants was
attracted by a noise in the end of the Ward
furthest from them, and on looking
towards the place they obscrved two vioient
lunatics, named Hugh Hines and Allan
MeLean, both belonging to Cape Breton,
quarrelling. After scuffling a moment,
hoth fell violently to the floor, and Hines
kicked McLean in the forebead. All this
was the work of a few seconds, and when
the attendants, who *had at once rushed
forward to separate the parties, reached
them, McLean waslying senseless on the
floor, bleeding from a fracture in the back
ot the scull. He also. had a slight wound
on the forehead. There was blood on the
skirting of the wall, trom which it was
judged that the man’s skull had been frac-
tured by the fall. As Hines wore slippers,
the kick he gave McLean could not alone
have produced the fracture.

MeLean was promptly attended by the

Medical Superintendent, Dr. DeWolf, and
his assistant, Dr. McKeagney. He
lingered until. Saturday morning, about
twelve hours after the scuffle, when he
died.
_ On Satarday Corner Farrell summoned a
jury and held an inquest. After hearing
the evidence of the two attendants and the
two doctors, the jury rendered the follow-
ing verdict - —

o0 1 tie fFcts of injuries received at the

andsof Hugh Hines, another 1nsane in-
mate of the [ospital. There were the
ordinary number of attendants present in
the Ward when the injury was inflicted,
who performed their daty well.”’

After the scuffl: was
over and [lines was told that McLean
would die, he said he was glad of itas
there was one bad man out of the wuy.—

And the
British people, though they may be inelin-
ed to doubt the genuineness of some of the
documents, will honor Stanley for his
pluck, if for nothing else, as an Alflrican
explorer. It is certainly, however, hard
to believe that Dr. Livingston would write
letters in true special correspondent style
after several years absence from family
and country, especially when we remem-
ber how unadorned is the composition of
his published record of previous travels in
Africa. It is somewhat singular, too,
that one of the strobgest unbelievers in
¢he truth of Stanley’s letters is the
Editor of the Omaha B-e, an individual
who seems to know something of Stanley’s
character. The Bee says that Stanley
used to live in Omaha,and was looked upon
in rather an Ananias sort of light. It
says :  When we reflect’ upon the fact
that he was in the habit of writing up
his experiences of trips to Denver and
and Western towns from the sanctum of
the Republican, with all the coloring o0°
trath, we shall go rather slow upon anj-
thing be has to say about Livingstone and
Central Africa.

—The recent freshets in ‘A'abama were
disastrous in their effects beyond any-

State. The overflow of waters in the
Alabamna valley was much greater than
has ever been before experiencel. All
the lowland crops on the Lower Tom-
bigbee, Alabama, and other river area
total ruin. Corn and cotton, which be-
fore the floods looked as promising as
could be desired, now present a seared

had passed over the plantations,burning

the crop to a cinder, but leaving the
!leavos still hanging upon the stalks.
| Many planters “who considered them-
selves rich a few weeks ago are now in
actyal want, and some of them deeply in
d=bt, baving been stimulated by their
superior crop prospec's to obtain unusu-
ally heavy advances.

On the uplands and along the creeks
ha damages by flood and storm
have alsobeen great. Corn was blown
down, broken off, and terribly tangled and
mangled. 'T'he hill land have been washed
and cut into gulleys too deep to be plough-
ed across. Many farmers witnessed the
entire destraction of their growing crops
in the short space of 24 hours, and saw
the fruit of a twelvemonth’s toil swept
from their grasp just as they had come to
regard it as secure beyond the possibility
of acccident. Nearly all the mill dams in
the State were swept away, and great
injury was done to- the rallroads. In the
Cahaba coal region nearly all the mines are
ruined. The water in the Cahaba was
fourteen feet higher than was ever before
known, and six feet over the mouth of the
mine from which the supply for Mobile
bas been chiefly obtained. It will require
six monts to pump the mine out. The dis-
asters of this sumnmer will long be remem-
bered in Alabama.

— The difficulties hitherto experienced
in measuring the speed of ships by any de-
vices thus far produced,are said to be over-
come very satisfactorily by the ingenious
instrument called the rhysimeter. The in-
dicator, which resembles a barometer in
size and appearanca, is located in the eap-
tain’s cabin, a column of mercury showing
constantly by its variations the speed
which the vessel is making. Its accuracy
is said to bo perfect, there being no appre-
ciable interlerence by frictionor otherwise;
rnd, as the machine is self registering, it
may be made to keep a complete record of
the ship throughout the voyage. The log,
and all substitutes for it heretofore em-
ployed, have been found untrustworthy,
especially in chanZeable weather, or under
a heavy sea.

— Live and learn. The London police
have lately unoarthed a manufactory of
cripples. Every one has learnt long ago

Three members
of this parish had brought an action
against Mr. Cheney and the wardens and
vestrymen, asking from the Circuit Court
an injunction to restrain Mr. Cheney from
officiating as minister of Christ Church,
and the wardens and vestrymen from ap-
plying the property and revenues of the
church to his use and support. The in-
junetion prayed for the ‘Court has refused,
on the ground that the petitioners only
represented & small minority of the
members of the church, and that
a separation of the pastor {rom
the flock would be considered by the great
majority of the parish very disastrous,both
pecuniarily and spiritually. In rendering
the decision of the Court Judge Williams
said that it must be borne in mind that the
ecclesiastical riglits of a church or parish
are distinet from its pecuniary rights, and
it is only with its pecuniary rights that
courts of equity in thiz country interfere,
although in England Chaucellors have gone!
further, and in connection with rights of
property have investigated and determined
difficult theological questions. Dut in
England the Chureh and Stateare not ouly
connected, but the Lord Chancellor, the
highest equity judge, is also one of the
highest church dignitaries, and the dis-
penser, to a large extent, of the church
patronago. Therefore the principles pro-
mulgated there bf' the courts of equity
-cannct be adopted here.
