The Superintendent of the Western
Urion Telegraph- Company at New Or-
leans telezraphs to the company at New
York a3 follows:

No telegraph transfers proper can be
made wiih Shreveport, as Manager Raeis
dying and the operator who went there
from here has no money for that purpose.

‘I have transferred the money, however,

through a banking house without cost,
and can transfer whatever may offer un-
luss the banking house at Shreveport
should be clesed by sickness. The last
messenger at Shrevepoit lay down sick
this morning. No report of the affliction
can possibly exaggerate the actual con-
dition of iae town.

Mevpris, Sept. 16.
The fol'owing despatch was received
here to-night from the Superintendent o.!
Telegraphs in Arkarsas and Texas, dated
Little Rock, to-night:
To the Agent of the Associated Press:

Latest advices from Shreveport repre-
gent the yellow fever as unadaied, and
the distress ia the city as indescribable.
Of six men in our telegraph office five
have token the fever and two are already,
dead. Interments average thirty or foriy,
daily, in a population of not over four
thousand. Physicians and nurses are
worked out.

The p2ople of the entire country should
know these terrible facts and send aid to

this suifering city. .
