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neither to exaggerate nor to underrate the gravity of the situa
tion, but desire to avail themselves of every means at their com-
mand, if possible, to prevent its extension.

To that erd, they recommend a thorough cleansing of the
streets and wharves, an application of disinfectants to tenements
angd sailors” boarding hiouses, and the dispersion of cellar popula-
tions fo more wholesome guarters. They also urge a reissue of &
circular to officers and ageuts of all vessels conveying emigrants
from the northern parte of Europe, enforcing the necessity of
cleapliness, prompt isolation, and treatment of all cases of
diarrhees, fogether with the free use of proper disinfectants to
soiled clothing, ete. All classes of citizens here, at home, mean-
while, should co-operate for the common good.

The committee also say: ¢ The medical history of the military
posts in New York, shows that cholera, yellow fever, and kindred
disezses have been brought within the city limite by the recruits
taken from the vagrant population of other cities. The refusal of

the Secretary-of War to require raturns to be mads to the depart.-
" ment of the contagious and infectious diseases occurring among
troops at posts within the city limits, leaves the board powerless
to protect the city against the introduction of cholers, or other

contagious, infectious, or pestilential diseases, through that
chanpel.™
