Constitution of Boards.

Upon receipt by the Minister of an order
of a judge of a Superior or High court directing an 
investigation under the provisions of this Act, the 
Minister shall forthwith proceed to establish a Board 
under his hand and seal of office.

Every Board shall consist of three members 
who shall be appointed by the Minister,

Of the three members of the Board one 
shall be appointed on the recommendation of the persons 
upon whose application the order has been granted, 
(being one of the parties to the investigation) and 
one on the recommendation of the persons named in the
order as being concerned in the alleged combine, (being
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
