During the past seeson Mr, Dreveny had in erop 25 acres o wheat
and 20 acres of ocats, they also had a good truck garden, which
vielded well of all kinds of vegetables sufficient for wnter
use, They also purchased 4 horses, 1 cow, 1 calf, 4 pigs, 80
chickens and the necessary equioment - mower, rake, disec,
harrow, plow and wagon. They have also built a hen house

and granary since coming on the place, Mr, & lMrs, Dreveny
express themselves as well satisfied with Canada,
