DESTROYING OLD HORSES.

Tell me of some painless method of
putting old horses to death. Would it
be practicable to chloroform them, and,
if so, how much of the drug would be
required ? A. M.

Ans.—If chloroform 1s properly ad-
ministered—that is, without admixture
with  air—it causes death quickly and
practically painlessly; but if administered
in a bungling manner, it causes a tedious
and distressing death, and as horses are
hard to control during the administra-
tion, it is seldom used. Many veteri-
narians sever the illiac artery through
the rectum and this causes death quick-
ly and without distress, but it requires a
professional man to operate. The quick-
est and least painful manner to destroy
a horse is to shoot him through the
brain, either through the forehead or be-
the ear. V.
