WasHixaeroN, De¢. 23.—The correspondence
between the Department of State and Britain, on
the *“ Alabama” claims, was sent to the Senate yes-
terday. Lord Clarendon’s letter to Minister Thorn-
ton, of November 6, 1860, refers to despatch of
Secretary Fish on the causes of dissatisfaction to
which the United States considers itself, entitled,
with regard to the conduct of the British Govern-
ment during the late war. Lord Clarendon says
that Secretary Fish’s despatch makes no propo-
sition as to the manner in which such dissatisfac-
tion may be remedied, but he instructs Mr Thorn-
ton to inform Mr. Fi:h that the British Gvern-
ment are ready to co-operate, in any honorable
manner, to effect a satistactory adjustment of the
difficulties between the two countries.
