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the Counties of Huron-and Perth ; severally praying that certain Jands belonging to the
Cunada Company may be withdrawn and sold to actual settlers.

Of the Minister aud Warden of St. Peter's Chapel, Quebec,—and of the Tncumbent
and Churchwardens of S¢. Matthew'’s Chapel, Quebec ; severally praying for the passing of
an Act to remove all doubts as to the legality of a certain Canon or By-law adopted at the
Synod of the Diocese of Quebec, establishing certain Ohapelnes within the Parish of
Quebec.

Mr. Irvine, from the Standing Committee on Miscellaneous Private Bills, presented
to the House the Eighth Report of the said Committee, which was read, as followeth :—

Your Committee have considered the Bill to confirm and establish the existing line
between the 4th and 5th Ranges of tbe Township of Buckingham, and have agreed to an
amendment, which they submit for the consideration of Your Honorable House,

Mr. Somerville, from the Standing Committee on Standing Orders, presented to the
