BRITISH ARMY SAVING FOOD.

Men as Well Fed as Ever, But Saving
Amounts to 15 Per Cent.

The British army in the field is con-
| summing about 15 per cent. less of food-
stuffs per capita than it did elghteen
months ago.

This is not due to any studied dimi-
nution of rations, but to a more care-
ful distribution and the prevention of
waste. It is very easy for a generous
commissariat to supply an army with
more than it can use. In the early
days of the war this practice of gen-
erosity was well-nigh universal, be-
cause it.was regarded as wiser to pro-
! yvide too much than too little, and the
reaching of the exact mean is not a
simple matter.. The policy of over-
upply was well enough when food-
tuffs were fairly plentiful, but nowa-
days, when the result of the war may
depend upon the golution of food pro-
blems, nothing is being left undone to
prevent waste.
