The old freight shed occupied the
yard to the south of the station, be-
tween Columbia and Berkeley street
and was one of the most popular
places in the city for storage of auto-
mobiles.

According to the watchman, the fire
shot up from the vicinity of the boiler
room, about 6 o’clock. It seemed but
an instant before the flames swent
thirough the building,which was a one-
story  affair, bursting ‘throus= fr.11
‘one section to another and, fai w M
gasoline-goakefl floors ard quantities
of that fluid, stored in tsnks in diff v-
ent sections of the shed. When tha
firemen arrived, there ‘was a msags of
flames shooting 100 feet in tre air,
threatening large business blocks on
Columbus avenue on one hand and the
bleycle track and old train shed on
the other. :

Fortunately, the business’ 'hlocks
were well protected by iron shutters
and the firemen were able to prevest
the flames getting any froheld =
that direction. They ivere not so €11 -
cessful, however, on the train' shad
side and soon the roof of the shed ard
of the bicycle track had cauzht. Real-
izing that the garage was doomed, the
firemen bent their energies to save the
old railroad station and managed - ‘to
stop the fire, before it reached ‘the
main part of the fcrmer station with
its high clock tower.

In the several garages there were -
many machines for summer use, while
a large number of those burned were
owned by business firms. All the large

| sight-seeing automobdles in the city,

numbering upwerds of a dozen, were
also burned; while thezz‘yér between
thirty and forty expensive cars bf, the
limousine type stored in the destroyed.
garages. Out of the entire 850 auto-
mobiles only two were saved.

The insurance retes on the destroyed
property were somewhat higher than
those in effect in other buildings of
like use in the city, and many ‘of the
owners who ruefully viewed the great
mass of bent and twisted steel rods
and other joints today, remarked that
they hal no insurance on their prop-
erty.

ALL ESCAPED.

There were about twenty workmen
in the building when the fire broke out,
but all managed to get out, although
several of them narrowly escaped he-
ing cut off- by the flames and dense
overpowering smoke,

The fire is the largest whicn has oc-
curred in this city since last summer.
Coming just before dawm, in a dark
morning with the air filled with smoke
and the streets slippery with ige, the
spectacle when the firemen reached the
scene was an imposing ons. That por-
tion of the city south of the Common
was brilliantly illuminated, for the
great garage seemed to buret into
flames as if it were one great torch.

In ecach of the differ ri-
ments of the long frelght s in
which were the garages there werno
stored cans and small tanks of gaso-
line, and as the fire communigated to
each explosions foHowed, ‘which made
hazardous the work of the firemen and
tossed burning embers high in the air.

Streams of water turned iAto ‘the
seething mass of flame were absolute-
ly futile and very little cffort was

| made in that direction. The firemen,

‘numbering over §00, and bringing: with
them nearly half the apparatus in the
city, fought the flames from every
vantage point, and for a time were un=~
hampered by any crowds, ao early in
the morning wase 1z,

The hardest fight which the firenyen
hadwaatolmapthonammfrunex—
tending into the business blocks .on
Columbus avenue, and fully one heif
the aptire awvailable for was centred
on that side of the fire arsa. The
rest \of the fremen rushed bravely
into the great train shed, the roof of
which was burning fisrcaly, anfl- there
the flames were fought until they,lwp" )=
ped by the great brick wall at the up-
per end of the shed.
