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CANADIAN LEAGUE CA‘N JECAN
DROP TWO FRANCHISES

Membershlp of Any Club May
be Terminated for Business
Reasons on Majority Vote
by Constitution.

HAMILTON, Oect, 31.—There has
been a movement on foot in Cana-
dian League circles for some time to
drop the two weak members of the
circuit, Guelph and Berlin, and either
vontinue' as a six-club circuit or take
Niagara Falls and Erie, Pa., into the
fold. 'This movement has met with
considerable support, but the Guelph
and Berlin' clubs are strenuously op-
posed to any such move, and have
come out flat-footed with the state-
ment that they could not be dropped
from the league membership unless
they were willing to hand over their
franthises or they violated league
rules and were then deprived of their

franchises. In making this claim the
Berlin and Guelph 'owners may have
been sincere, and may have believed
that they were right, but if they will
take time to look into the constitu-,
tionof the Canadian League and read
closely the paragraph headed “Ter-
mination .of Membership” ~they will
notice that there is a joker ' among
the 13 reasons for depriving any eclub
of its franchise. The joker comes in
clause 12, which is as follows:

“The membership o6f any club may
be terminated for business reasons on
a majority vote”

This alone is enough to enable the
club ownere to drop Berlin and
Guelph if they so desire, although it
is doubtful if they would go so far
in cold-bloodedly throwing out the
clubs without some compensation to
the people concerned. The authority
is there, however, and may be exer-
cised if President Fitzgerald has
rounded up better locations for the
two franchise concerned.
