1 Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate—Oen- ^

tlemen of the House of Commons:
In bringing to a conclusion this labori­

ous session of Parliament, I have to thank 
you for the assiduity and seal with which 
yon have attended to the various matters 
which have been brought before you. I 

gratulate you upon the notable fact 
that the invitation which my Government 
extended to the Governments of the other 
colonies to send representative» to Canada 
to confer on matters affecting their mutual 
interests was so promptly accepted; and 
that her* Majesty's Government also en­
hanced toe dignity and usefulness of the 
conference by sending a representative to 
assist at its deliberations It is confident­
ly hoped that the results of the conference 
will be found beneficial to the colonies and 
to the empire generally. The ratification 
of the treaty of commerce with France 
will lead. I hope, to a large Increase in our 
exporte and an extension of friendly rela­
tions with that company. I trust that the 
arduous work which has engaged you in 
re adjusting the duties of customs will 
accomplish the desired result of adapting 
the tariff to the present conditions of the 
various classes of our population.

The statutes of the session will show 
that the laws affecting many public inter­
ests have been revised and greatly im­
proved by yonr efforts, and I observe that 
you have likewise made generous .provi­
sion for public improvements which are 
deoigned to increase the facilities for 
travel and transportation throughout the 
country ;

prices and stylos ♦ ifWashington. July 26.—The warehouse 
and stables of the George W. Knox Express 
Company, occupying over a quarter ot a 
block at Second and B streets northwest, 
were destroyed by fire yesterday. Three 
firemen lost their lives. Over 200 heavy 
draught horses, nearly all of the company • 
express wagons and the contents of the 
large storage building were burned. The 
Adams Expiese Company’s stable, adjoin­
ing the Knox building to the north, was 

almost entirely consumed. About 150 
horses were there, but all were taken ont 
by the hardest kind of work on thç part of 
the citizens and policemen. Eight two- 
storey houses on the alley north of the 
Knox building and two small frame houses 
back of the Adams stables were destroyed. 
Six or eight other houses were more or 1 
damaged. The total loss will exceed a 
quarter of a million dollars, about half 
covered by insurance.

The fire was discovered at 2.20 Am. A 
number of men who were sleeping in the 
Knox building were awakened by smoke. 
They found the entire rear of the second 
floor of the building in flames, and had 
hardly time to escape with their lives. Five 
minutes later a general alarm was turned 
in and in five minutes more the entire fire 
department of the city was on hand. 
The horses of the Knox Company could 
not be reached. There were 205 of them, 
and they were on the second storey of the 
building. The Knox building was a four- 
storey structure of brick.

Shortly after 8 a.m. the most terrible 
incident of the fire ecourred- The firemen 
bad carried their hose into the burning 
^warehouse through one of the large rear 
doors. This door was held up by weighted 
ropes and the men had just entered this 
door when the ropes burned through and 
the heavy wooden door fell penning 
in. The work of cutting through the door 

immediately begun and was all but 
finished when the floors above fell with a 
crash. The immense weight burst out the 
door and crushed three of the firemen to 
death. Three other* were with difficulty 
dragged out of the debris alive

London, July 27.—The Central News 
haa this despatch from Shanghai : “War 
has been declared between Japan and 
China. The Japanese have seized the King 
of Corea and hold him prisoner. Eleven 
Chinese steamers are on their way to 
Corea. Most of the troops aboard them 
are Coolies armed with bows and arrows. 
Some Chinese steamers which have arrived 
at Corea have been prevented by the 
Japanese from landing troope. It ia re­
ported that the Japanese artillery sunk 
several of them.

London, July 26.—The Jap 
Chinese officials have received 
■patches from their home gov 
While declining to say much of 
of these despatches, the officials state that 
the prospect of an agreenymt between 
China and Japan remains satisfactory.

London. July 28.—A telegram received 
at the office of the Peninsula and Oriental 
Steamship Company says positively that 
war has been declared between China and 
Japan and that hostilities have com­
menced.

Several morning dailies print this de­
spatch from Tien-Tein:

“War haa not been declared officially 
either in Tokio or Pekin, it ia believed in 
government circles that it will not be de­
clared for several deys. If the exchange 
of notes now proceeding result amicably 

that have already taken place 
will be mutually disallowed ; 
they will be regarded as casus belli. The 
transport, which was sunk by the Japan­
ese, was the Kow-Shung, owned by Mathie­
sen & Co. It is reported that all were 
lost. The Mathieeone have taken over a 
number of Chinese coasting vessels ; here­
after they will sail their steamers under 
the British flag.

“Telegraphing between Japan and Corea 
has been stopped ; therefore no direct re­
ports can be obtained in Yokohama, where 
nothing is known of a declamtion of war. 
The Japanese authorities stopped on Sun­
day the Nagasaki mail steamer bound for 
Shanghai”

New York, July 28.—A San Francisco 
special says : Lucius H. Foote, who was

Aware of her own weakness and 
impressed with the supremacy of China, 
she has looked to that empire for moral 
and physical support The influence of 
China has therefore been paramount and 
has perhaps been exercised adversely to 
Japan. War between Japan and Corea 
would necessarily involve China. If Japan 
was victorious it would virtually destroy 
China's influence on the peninsula and 
give to Japan that value which she desires.

A Whole Block Destroyed by Fire—Fire­

Montrkal, July 26.—One of the fiercest 
and most destructive of fires for the area 
attacked broke out on the premises of 
Messrs. G. H. Labbe & Co., St James 
street.

G. H. Labbe & Co. are wholesale furni­
ture dealers and have a large block on the 
street, which extends through to Inspector 
street, and is occupied as a store and work­
shop. In the basement of the store a 
quantity of tow wae kept, and this was 
found in a blaze about one o’clock.

A sound of breaking glass was heard and 
flames were seen pouring out of Labbe’s 
iremises, adjoining the residences 127 and 
29 Inspector street After a little delay 

a ladder was run up and half a dozen fire­
men perched precariously on the not too 
olid roof and directed two streams of water 

on the flames. The red flames leaped on 
high and scorched the gallant men whose 
lives were seen to be hanging by a thread, 
for the heart of the fire was incandescent 
and water seemed a rain foe. A moment 
later and then a 
filled the street 
tearing fell on the ears and a loud crash 
followed, with a cloud of duet sweeping 
through the smoke and all knew that the 
building had collapsed. Many reported 
that several firemen were underneath the 
ruins. This proved, happily, not to be 
true, but two priests were sent from the 
Archbishop’s Palace to be in readiness to 
administer the last rites.

When the smoke and duet cleared away 
the firemen were found clinging 
roof and it was said that only one h 
injured, The premises were totally de­
stroyed.

The premises on St. James street were 
the property of S. B. Murphy, of Kingston, 
and were valued at $50,000. The four- 
storey building facing Inspector street was 
the property of Labbe & Co. and valued 
at about $75,000 
valued »t $70.000. Labbe & Co. were In­
sured for $40,000.
