"The question of the proper observance 

of the Sabbath, more especially with 
regard to its observance m the great 
City of London, is discussed in the last 
number of the Contemporary Review by 
Mr. Frauds Peek. We are never called 
upon here to witness anything like the 
work which is every Sabbath regularly 
carried on in the great cities' of the 
world, but a glance at Mr Peek’s article 
seems to show that though our Sabbath 
is not always kept as it should be, we 
have tittle to complain of when com' 
pared with “the day of rest" in 
the great metropolis of the world. Mr. 
Peek appeals earnestly to an who value 
the Sabbath, either as a day of rest and 
social enjoyment, or as a day of worship 
and spiritual culture, to unite in en­
deavouring to surround it with greater 
legialative safeguards, and so prevent its 
becoming a day of toil or amusement. 
Alarmed at the progress of the Material­
ists in semiring toleration and tavor for 
their “ ideal ” of the Sabbath as a day on 
which dances and plays may be freely 
enjoyed, he turns wistfully to the 
“ideals” as he conceives them,of the 
early Israélites, of the later prophets, 
and of Christ, and urges parliament, as 
» step towards the realisation of those 
typical Sabbaths, to enact that no public 
servants, including the police, no rail­
way, titeswty, or ’bus men, and no per­
sons employed in licensed places of re­
freshment, shall be required to work 
more than six days ont of seven, and 
that, as far as possible, the day of rest 
shall be on the Sunday., His plea for 
the intervention of the legislature is 
based on the soldai ns We of man, for he

fied the opponents of the measure . that 
ttitii fiera with regard to the loqs in re­
venue were groundless.

CLOSER TRADE RELATIONS.
Mr. Joseph Chamberlain, whom the 

Tories have of late so much lauded, took 
up the question of closer trade relations 
with the United States, in a recent 
speech at Birmingham. Those who for­
merly quoted the “Birmingham man” as 
holding that closer oommerciel relations 
with our American neighbors would work 
injuriously to British interests, will get 
very little comfort from the Liberal-Un­
ionist’s speech. In the course of his re­
marks Chamberlain said :—“The people 
at our American colonies hire the great­
est interest in maintaining the closest 
and most friendly relations with their 
great neighbor consistent with that polit­
ical independence which they desire to 
preserve, and which, as far as I know, 
the people of the United States have no 
desire to disturb; and if the new govern­
ment of the United States should see 
their way to any extension of comm 
cial intercourse with Canada and with 
Newfoundland, then I am quite certain 
that this fishery question will become a 
matter of comparative insignificance and. 
of very easy arrangement." Chamber­
lain’s visit to America has evidently con­
vinced him that our federal govermeat 
is pursuing a policy not only absurd in 
itself, but fatal to our interests.

admits that retins»reasons alone would 
not now be allowed » weigh in declaring 
what shall or shall not he considered as 
legal. In this - contention that man re­
quires tor the recruiting of body and 
mind, and for the fair enjoyment of 
family and social life, one day’s rest in 
seven, Mr. Peek ocoopies, we believe, a 
position which is absolutely unassailable. 
All experience goes to show that the 
human machine, in whatever form of 
work it may be employed, will speedily 
break down without snob an interval of 
rest If labor most, under some cir- 
cumstanoesjbe continued on the Sabbath, 
then, he very properly and forcibly 
argues, let mother day of cessation from 
toil be granted out of the seven to the 
worker. We question, however, whether 
the amount of Sunday work or rather of 
work carried on without some intervals 
of rest, is so great as to call for parlia­
mentary action. The necessity must be 
shown to be very clear and very urgent 
before we should be disposed to sanction 
fresh restrictions upon the freedom of 
employers *d employed, when the lat­
ter are men in foil possession of strength 
end reason.

If, however, the necessity doss exist, 
then let the British House of 
Commons be asked ,to guarantee 
a seventh .day of rest, not only 
to the classes named, but to all who are 
compelled by their employers to labor 
without cessation from one week’s end 
to mother. If there must hé State in­
tervention, let it be thorough, md ex­
tend to the coachman of the Duke in 
Britain as well as to the railway porter 
there. law is, however, not so omni­
potent as Mr. Peek seems to think. The 
intelligent approval of the public must 
go with legislation to make it workable. 
One must look, therefore, far more to the 
cultivation among the people of London 
of a sense of the value of a sacred day ot 
rest than to parliament for the proven- 
tion of unnecessary toil on the Lord’s 
Day. With all that Mr. Peek says as to 
the holy md benign influences of a day 
which is largely devoted to religious en­
gagements we need not say that we fully 
agree, although we hope that the atmos­
phere of business md professional life in 
England to-day is not so saturated with 
selfishness, Impurity md falsehood as to 
make the transition from it to that of the 
Sabbath such a vast change as he 
plies. If it be so, our Christianity most 
be m impious sham md a hoary impos 
ture. In the opening of museums md 
art galleries on Sunday, to which some 
societies in London have now given their 
support, we do not see any true desecra­
tion of the day, md we do not believe, 
with Mr. Peak, that it would lead to the 
general extension of labor he fours.

■ arranged that the documenta should 
be brought to London, and they were 
brought here on Whit Monday, 1888, 
md embodied in an affidavit produced 
during the trial in the snit of O’Donnell 
against Walter for libeL

Witness was about to put in evidence 
mother letter, to which, it appeared, no 
official name was attached, bat Sir G has. 
Russell, counsel for Parnell, objected.

Attorney General Webster, for the 
Times, argued that the letter was admis, 
sible, ss it had been obtained with the 
other documenta.

When he discovered the Psrnell letters 
he also came across documents supposed 
to be Egan's. Soamee farther testified 
that Richard Pigott gave the Parnell 
letters to Houston, secretary of the Irish 
Loyal md Patriotic union, who handed 
then to Macdonald.

NO REDUCTION IN POSTAGE 
It is much to be regretted that the 

Postmaster General bos not been able to 
bring himself to reduce the postage from 
three to two cents. He feels that all he 
is able tor the present to do is to allow 
letters of an ounce in weight to pass for 
the postage now demanded on half that 
weighL The Postmaster General’s rea­
son for not reducing the postage appeals 
to be that he fears the revenue would be 
seriously affected. For the present it is 
true the revenue might be diminished, 
but in the end, experience shows us 
that m increase of revenue would result, 
The same objections now urged by the 
Postmaster General were brought for­
ward against the proposition of Rowland 
Hill when that statesman sought to bring 
about the “penny postage,” but the im­
mense increase in correspondence which 
the reduction soon brought about, util-

Mr. Soamee, farther cross-examined, 
offered in evidence a schedule of all sign­
atures of Parnell he possessed. He said 
Parnell’s writing varied considerably md 
he produced a letter in which Parnell's 
name was written six different ways, 
t Justice Hannen ordered that the let­
ter be photographed. Witness testified 
Pigott had wide a statutory declaration 
that Solicitor Lewis had offered him £lr 
000 if he would swear he had forged the 
letters raid to have been written by Par­
nell. The Times paid Pigott only £40 
or £50. Witness had Hgott watched 
md traced him into the company of La- 
bou chere. He paid Houston, secretary 
of the Irish Loyal md Patriotic Union, 
altogether £3,000.

Soamee was re-examined by Sir B. D. 
Webster, and said no bargain whatever 
was made with the Times to purchase the 
letters. I The bodies of six disputed Par­
nell letters were in the writing of Camp­
bell.

J. Macdonald, manager of the Times, 
deposed that he stipulated the rnthen 
ticlty of the Parnell md Egan letters be 
iested before paid for. He paid Houston 
£1,780. In cross-examination he raid it 
was the practice of the leaders of the 
movement that one wrote a letter, 
mother signed it; the third address­
ed the envelope. Some letters were 
purposely left undated. The bodies 
of the Parnell letters were more 
or less written in a disguised hand.

DOMINION PARLIAMENT.

Free Corn and Cornmeal Toted 
Down by the Tories.

The Government Silent on the 
Fishery Business.

Sfr Richard Cartwright Site 
! Young Tapper.

Ottawa, Feb. 14—In the commons to­
day, Sir Adolphe Caron introduced a 
bill providing that when the militia are 
called out a deposit must be made to 
cover expenses md that if the deposit is 
found insufficient the deficiency shall be 
deducted by the federal government 
from the snheldy of the province in 
which the neoeetty for calling out the 
militia occurs.

In answer to Mr Darin, Sir John Mae- 
donald said it was not the intention of 
the government to introduce legislation 
so ss to give the Northwest territories a 
system of government similar to that of 
other provinces.

Mr. Landerkin resumed the debate on 
hi. resolution providing that formera 
who fatten cattle for export, with import­
ed corn, shall receive, when they export 
their stock,-a rebate of duty similar to 
that granted to distillers who export 
spirits manufactured from corn.

Mr. Colter, the newly elected member 
for Haldimand, was introduced by Sir 
Richard Cartwright and Mr. Chariton 
amid great opposition applause.

Mr. Landerkin pointed to the election 
of Mr. Colter as evidence that the people 
were growing tired of a high 1st»lion po­
licy, md demanded more extended com­
mercial relations with the United States, 
and that the farmers were repudiating a 
policy which discriminated against them.

Mr. Wood (Westmorland) wu in fa­
vor of abolishing the duty on com alto­
gether and cutting down the duty on 
cornmeal by onehalf.

General Laurie also agreed with Mr.

After recess Mr. Mitchell resumed the 
debate, raying that he had supported 
the conservative tariff" policy in 1878 
with the distinct understanding that the 
food of the people was not to be taxed. 
He never dreamed that taxes upon ar­
ticles of every day use were to be in­
creased 30, 40 and 50 per cenL Reply­
ing to Mr. Brown’s assertion that the re­
solution was m attack upon the national 
policy hatched in caucus, Mr. Mitchell 
raid he had never attended a party 
caucus since 1878, when he voted against 
the re-election of Sir John Macdonald as 
leader of the tory party after the Pacific 
scandal exposure.

It was the 
duty of the government to state what 
they intended doing in regard to the 
modus vivendi and the transport ques­
tion.

Hon. Mr. Tapper declined to me 
any statement aa to the government's 
future policy.

Mr. Mitchell raked some questions 
about seining for smelt in the Miramichi 
river, when Mr. Tapper said smelt were 
caugnt by hook and line.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell pointed ont that 
sometimes 1,000 tons of smelts were 
caught In a day, whereas it would take 
10 years to catch that quantity with 
hook and Une. (Laughter.)

Mr. Waldie complained that the fish­
ery officers in Hal ton had been employed 
to hunt up evidence in connection with 
the Helton election ease.

A lively scene here occurred between 
Mr. Tapper rad Sir Richard Cartwright, 
the latter castigating the minister for 
impertinence md charging that his

It was shown 
that thousands were spent upon cab 
driving in Ottawa by persons who have 
no right to have their pleasure driving 
paid for out of the public treasury.

Hon Mr Mills said the ministers of the 
crown were no more entitled to be car­
ried to md from the house of commons 
than other members of the boose. II 
ministers were not paid enough they 
should move to have their remuneration 
increased instead of taking money in an 
illegal manner.

Mr Davies asked that parliament 
should be raked for a separate grant for 
travelling expenses and oab hire, instead 
of voting a large lump sum ot eon tin- 
genciee md allowing ministers to use it 
as they pleased.

Chicago, Feb 15. A local paper states
