Every system has Its defects ; yet 
the new election law will surely be 
an improvement upon the old, though 
there still exist abuses which It does 
not attempt to remove.

|y The Semi-Annual Examina­
tion of the Primary and Intermedi­
ate Departments of the Bathurst 
High School came off on Wednes­
day, S9th April. There were In at­
tendance in the two departments, 
about seventy scholars, who by their 
orderly deportment showed the ex­
cellent character of the discipline 
they were under.

The Primary Department, under 
Miss Mann, was examined in reading, 
grammar, spelling, &c., and gave 
evidence of moat thorough drilling in 
those branches with highly gratify­
ing success.

The Intermediate Department, 
under Mies Dawson, was examined 
In reading, grammar, geography, Ac., 
and the scholars gave evidence of 
being thoroughly grounded In those 
subjects. In both departments the 
progress of the scholars during the 
term has been very great.

The examination which was held 
in the presence of a number of visi­
tors, was conducted by the teacliers, 
assisted by Mr. Smith, the Inspector, 
and Revd.

These are most ' cheering. The 
little bogus newspaper sheds, whoso 
editors, like dugs baying the moon, 
snarl and hark at Ihc great army ol 
free iion-seoiariuu schoolmen, as they 
march on to victory, have sense enough 
to see this. They have not, however, 
sense enough to conceal their chagrin. 
They are well aware that the people 
of this country know tiiat they have 
never done any thing to stimulate any 
one of Its Industries, hut the reverse. 
They know that If our liearla thrill at 
the sight ol the flag lhal Uvula over 
us or are gladdened by l he strAlns of 
our immortal National Aulhem, they 
need not thank those miserable sheets 
which, while ready to trample on our 
national aspirations and traditions, 
arc equally ready with charges,of 
sectionalism against others. Who 
are the Separatists? The newspaper 
agitator» who pretend that they are 
prepared to allow every sect to erect 
a Chinese wall around Its yonth; who 
would blast our cdtioarionitl prospects 
by their sectarian divisions and sub­
divisions and make every denomina­
tion groan—as the Cutiiollce ot On­
tario now confessedly do—under the 
burden of taxation. The agitators 
who act In this way that they may 
catch a few votes at tbe poll, in an 
election contest; who seek like Rill 
to coin popular prejudices into pecu­
niary gain and peraggrandizcinent; 
who declare that editors should not 
dabble in politics, and yet are dying 
to lllnstrate on their own persona the 
insincerity of their political doctrines 
—these are not the men to influence an 
election campaign. The people of 
this country win not listen to those 
deceptive cries which emanate from 
them in rapid succession—cries which 
like flic enunciation of a principle by 
one of those little bogus sheets, mean 
the exact opposite of what they say.

The evidences I hat sucu is the 
true elate of affaire arc overwhelming 
and as gratifying as they are conclu­
sive, Bonce the attempt to get so- 
called free echool candidates into the 
Held to overthrew the School Act; 
hence the fll-naiured and ill-founded 
assault» on the Local Government—a 
Government which ill the excellence 
of iu legislation and administration 
has not been surpassed hv any we 
ever had. But it is pleasing to now 
that all these wiles and devices will 
miserably fail, and iu doe time the 
people of this oo-intry welded together 
by common institutions, educational 
and political, and by ancient tradi­
tions and by material bonds, will pre­
sent a spectacle of intelligence, afflu­
ence, contentment, atuf Influence, 
such as have rarely been surpassed in 
the history of nations. All this will 
be done, even though the little bogus 
newspaper sheets which stand In tbe 
way of progress should buret their 
heart-strings by putting forth efforts 
too great lor their intellectual and 
physical powers.

the County in reference to the well-equipped 
system of Free Public Schools. I have con­
cluded to write a short sketch to let the 
public know how the New School Law has 
progressed in the far North. Before the 
new l<aw came in force there was only one 
school in operation in the four Districts in 
this part of the Parish. During the past six 
months there were three schools in operation, 
and the other District expecting a teacher 
shortly. Now Messrs. Editors, you can 
sec what a benefit the fiee school law has 
been to this part of the County. What is 
a country without Education. The inhabi­
tants are little better than savages. Let the 
youth of our County remember that their 
fathers had not the advantages they now 
have. Let the youth remember that it is 
with the deepest regret many recollect in 
manhood the great loss they have sustained 
by not having the educational advantages 
now offered to the rising generation. That 
through every part of their career they have 
felt pinched and hampered by their own 
ignorance and that they would at this 
moment make great sacrifices, could they 
by »o doing share iu the superior advanta­
ges of a thorough education. The half 
yearly Examination of the School in Dis­
trict No. 8, M'Robbie Road, took, place on 
the first day of May. The school is taught 
by Maggie J. Barron, of Chatham. The 
examination was a succès», there were thirty 
visitors present including the Rev. John 
Robertson. Thirty eight pupils were exa­
mined. There are 60 on the Register, all ex­
cept 7 under 16 years of age. The pupils 
underwent a thorough examination and ac­
quitted themselves most satisfactorily. The 
school is conducted in a very excellent and 
successful manner. The tact, temper, and 
patience, the natural and acquired qualifi­
cations of a first rate teacher, Miss. Barron 
possesses in a high degree, and the success 
attending her labors, the progress made by 
her pupils, and her continued and growing 
popularity are evidences that such is the 
fact. Thé discipline of the school is excel­
lent, firmness, combined with kindness, pre­
venting severity, and the result is order and 
harmony. The labors of the past have not 
been without good effect. Out schools pre­
sent an entirely different ànd greatly im-. 
proved aspect, and the teachers are better 
qualified persons than, .those >bo faeaerly 
occupied the field. Former laws were use­
ful, but the present one is, in my judgment 
more efficient than any of them ; and I am 
persuaded that the measures which have 
been adopted to give it effect have given to 
our educational movements an impulse 
which will be felt in a continually enlarged 
degree, till our free schools will be looked 
npon with pride and pleasure by every en­
lightened and patriotic inhabitant of Nesik 
Brunswick.

Ottaw, May 6.

After some preliminary business 
was transacted, Cosligan introduced 
Ids resolutions, asking that the Union 
Act be interpreted so as to protect the 
rights of the Catholics in New Bruns­
wick in connection with tbe School 
Law, as ho believed tech was the 
original intention ol framiug the Act. 
He reviewed the history or the New 
Brunswick school system, showing 
that in 1868 attempts were made to 
establish Non-sectarian Schools. The 
Catholic» protested, and the principle 
of Bible reading under certain res­
trictions and recognized rights of 
Denominational Schools. Itwas said 
that nnder Confederation the rights 
of minorities would not be interfered 
with, bnt the Free Schools Act of 1871 
destroyed those right*, and establish­
ed a system which tbe Catholic popu­
lation of New Brmtewick could not 
recognize or derive any benefit from. 
He reviewed the attempts In the Do-
