Held Up By floods
Denver. Col., July 7. Hundreds 

of eastern people bound for the 
Pacific coast are blocked by land­
slides and floods in tilie mountains 
in various parts of Colorado. 
Along the line of the Denver A. 
Rio Grande Railroad west of Can 
on City, in the famous Royal 
Gorge, landslides caused by rains 
have covered the track to a depth 
of several feet in places. Three 
through trains are held at Canon 
City, carrying 1,000 passengers, in­
cluding delegates to the Elks’ na­
tional convention at Ios Angeles 
and the Epworth League conven­
tion at Seattle.

ONE LIVED 
IN HAMILTON.

Three Boys Have Terrible Ex­
perience In Mountains,

Were Running Away, Bound 
For the Cobalt Country.

All Were Robbed and One 
Thrown Over Precipice.

Pittsburg, Pa., July 7.—Three youth­
ful runaways; gold hunters, sons of 
wealthy parents in Camden, crippled 
from falls into ravines, and babbling 
from sunstroke, were picked up by 
the police of Pittsburg last night, 
after their terrible experience in the 
mountains of Pennsylvania.

The boys, John Edgerton, thirteen; 
Charles Novic and John Towney. six­
teen each, decamped from their homes 
on the night of June 27. after making 
full preparation for flight, the first 
having a bicycle and the latter two 
frith a tandem. Each strapped a 
knapsack upon his back. They had 
$40 between them, and decided that 
the Cobalt region of Canada was the 
proper place to make their fortunes. 
Towney’s father is interested in the 
Nipissing mine in Canada, having 
placed his boy in an eastern school.

During the first two days every­
thing went well. The boys eluded the 
police, who had been placed on their 
tracks by their unhappy fathers. The 
third night brought adventure. Young 
Edgerton was in the vanguard pedal­
ing for dear life when he received 
the stern order t> hold up his hands. 
He did so and his companions follow­
ed suit. Then a lone highwayman 
went through their clothes, took $36 
they had left, threw the bicycle and 
tandem over the cliff and ordered the 
runaways to follow their noses.

Undaunted by this experience, the 
boys kept right on. and the very next 
night were again held up. This time 
they had nothing to give the high­
waymen^ and in anger lie threw 
young Egerton over a precipice. The 
lad fell about twenty feet and landed 
on a shrub, which he grasped, hang­
ing between blue sky and a creek 
200 feet below. For hours he hung 
there until rescued by his compan­
ions, who had run away while the 
hold-up man was maltreating their 
younger companion.

After this experience the boys plod­
ded along in the broiling sun, young 
Edgerton going out of his head com­
pletely. For six days the three sub­
sisted upon berries.

This morning the boys reached 
Pittsburg, even in their delirium in­
tent upon reaching the Cobalt region. 
The police here, however, were on the 
watch for them, and Detective Fred 
Will picked them up. Their parents 
wired car fare and they were sent 
back to Camden to-night.

Young Edgerton‘s father owns a 
large tract and has valuable options 
in the Cobalt region, and it is sup­
posed that the boy had an idea that 
gold could be picked from «.»e ground 
surface in Canada. Towney's par­
ents formerly livec^in Hamilton, Ont., 
where they still have relatives and 
friends.

London Would Li%e Chance to 
Release Itself.

The Street Railway Company, it. was 
reported in the.

pose of the complaints made by passen­
gers in the east end district of over­
crowding, a matter that the city was ar­
ranging to take up with the company 
shortly. The company has entirely aban­
doned the, scheme of building i>jw oar 
sheds. It is said that the latest ideas in 
large cities is to house the cars in the 
open, and that this is found more eco­
nomical than erecting large, expensive 
buildings. The company, however, will 
either enlarge the present repair shops 
at the corner of Sanford avenue and 
King street or build new ones in that 
vicinity. The work wild either be done 
this fall or the first thing in the spring.

Gi-ty Soil id tor Waddell this morning 
received a copy of the lengt hy judgment 
issued yesterday by the Ontario RrJlwuv 
Board in the case arising from the city's 
efforts to collect damages for repair 
work done, two feet outside the rails, 
on certain streets, during 1905-6-7. The 
amount is about $2,500. Tlie Board 
holds that it cannot deal with damage 
actions under its creative legislative 
acts, these cases being the prerogative of 
the courts. The case was adjourned in­
definitely without costs to permit the 
ctiy to go to the Court of Appeal with a 
» iew of having the question of the 
Hoard’s jurisdiction defined. The City 
Solicitor says this is the first case of its 
kind that has been before the Board, and 
this is the reason for the lengthy judg­
ment. The city, however, has no inten­
tion of going to the Court of Appeal. It 
wants the by-law with the company in­
terpreted, and the Board has power to 
do that. Mr. Waddell will put in evi­
dence that the company was ordered to

J. GOLDBERG 
FOUND GUILTY.

Magistrate Thought He Got Scrap 
by False Pretense.

Bartonv/lle Man Fmed 
Cruelty to a Horse.

For

Gore-Park Grass Case Was Die- 
missed This Morn ng.

Th» enlarged caae of doeeph Goldberg, 
nho waa charged with unlawfully and by 
false pretences obtaining from the Cana­
dian Drawn Steel Company a quantity 
of scrap steel, the property of the said 
company, with intent to defraud, was 
disposed of by Magistrate Jelfs at the 
Police G’ourt this morni-ng. George S. 
Kerr, who appeared for the defendant, 
pleaded not guilty and dec lined to elect. 
Before the taking of evidence counsel 
for the defence asked the Magistrate if 
lie was willing to allow the case to be 
dropped if the private prosecutor was 
agreeable. The Magistrate replied that 
lu- knew nothing about the case, and t«> 
ferred the matter to the GYown Attorw 
n,T- Mr. Washington, however, thought 
the charge was too serious to be allowed 
to drop. The ease was accordingly gone 
on with. The first witness called was 
Charles R. Brown, secretary of the Can­
adian Drawn .Steel Company. He said 
(hat the company had a contract with 
tho Goldberg Iron Company for a load of 
scrap. This contract was made on the 
11th of June. On the 23rd of .June, he 
^aid, the prisoner telephoned him, say­
ing that it. was Goldberg speaking and 
asking him how much scrap was ready. 
Brown naturally supposed .that it was 
the Goldberg Iron Company speaking, 
and said that there was not yet a car­
load there. The prisoner gave him to 
understand that- he was in a hurjy for 
the scrap, and suggested that he send a 
"agon down and cart some 0.f it away. 
Brown replied that there was only about 
eight, tons, but said that lie could have 
that if he wanted it. This was the end 
"t the telephone conversation. On the 
I olio wing morning, witness said, the pris­
oner called with" a wagon and took away 
a load of scrap. After this Brown be­
came suspicious, and decided to trace 
the scrap. After making enquiries a«t 
tin: Armstrong Cartage Company, whose 
wiigon was used, lie found that, it had 
!.. on delivered at the junk yard of Saul 
1 nkefinnn, on Cannon street, near Caro­
line. instead of being taken to the Gold- 
bm-g Iron Company's yard. In -the af­
ternoon Brown called on Goldberg, sen., 
and told him that Takefmatt hud *po*rses- 
sion of the scrap, and asked him if he 
had sold it to him. Mr. Goldberg said 
that he knew nothing about it, and that 
the Goldl>erg Iron Company had not 
drawn any scrap. Brown then placed 
the matter in the hands of the police.

Charles Armstrong, of the Armstrong 
Cat age Company, when called, said he 
recognized the prisoner as a man who 
hired one' of the company’s wagons, on 
the 23rd of June to haul scrap.

XX*. XX ebster. teamster, said he had 
drawn one load of scrap for Goldberg 
on the day in question from the com­
plainant’s yard to Take-fman’s yard.

"Saul Takefman testified to having re­
ceived the load of scrap. Ho sa.id lie 
knew tint it came from the Canadian 
Drawn Steel Company.

“Did Goldberg say anything about 
delivering any more scrap?” asked the 
Crown Attorney.

"Yes, lie said he would Ik* delivering a 
few more loads on the following day,” 
replied Takefmnn.

William Mullens, carter, said that the 
defendant had engaged him to haul 
scrap from the yard of the complainant, 
but when he went there ou June 24 the 
company would not allow him to load 
his wagon.

Mr. Kerr submitted that no case had 
been made out against his client. He 
.d’i-J not think that the contract bad 
anything to do with the ease, and said 
that it was a clear case of Goldberg 
simply buying for himself. It was' a 
misapprehension on the part of the Cana­
dian Drawn Steel Company in thinking 
that Goldberg ha«l bought the stuff while 
representing himself to the Goldberg 
Iron Company.

The magistrate replied that it was 
clear in his mind that it was n case of 
false pretence, but if counsel for the de­
fence wanted to quote a parallel case 
where it had been found, otherwise lie 
was willing' to remand the prisoner. Mr. 
Kerr was not agreeable to this, and de­
cided to call the defendant.

Goldberg swore that lie bought the 
scrap in his own name and intended to 
pay for it at the current rates. He said 
lie did not represent himself to be the) 
Goldberg Iron Company when he tele1 
phoned Brown.

The magistrate still had no doubt in 
the matter, and found him guilty. The 
prisoner was remanded until to-morrow 
for sentence.

James Crooks, Bartonville, was 
charged with ill treating a horse. Con­
stable Brown, who made the arrest,, said 
that last evening he found the defendant 
at the corner of Kughson and Cannon 
in a drunken sleep in his rig. He noticed 
that the lu.rse had a sore hack, and on 
lifting up the back band saw that the 
back was raw under the collar. The 
prisoner admitted that tlie horse had a 
sore hack, but did not think it hurt 
him. The magistrate gave him to un­
derstand that he must not drive a horse 
when it was in such a condition, and 
fined him $10 to impress it on him. . x

Charles Reeve, 81 Walnut street,. 
charged with walking on the grass at
