men who will decide whether' she
is guilty of the murder of Clarence
F. Glover, the Waltham Laundry-
man, a little more than a year ago.
The girl, only a few years out of
her short dresses and who did not
understand a word of Engiish at
the time of the murder, has made
good use of her year in the grim
jail across the street from the court
house, and today she conversed
freely with the motherly police
matron and the two ourly baiiiffs

her strength is scarcely enough to
enable her to walk across from the
prison, much ess to wrestle'with a
couple of the big court officers.

No evidence was offered ia court
today, but the jury was taken out
to Waltham, where the 12 men filed
silently through the laundry where
Glover said he was shot, then up
to the little cottage hospital to
which he dragged himself for aid
and to die. Then the jury went to
the Glover home, where Hattie
LeBlanc was a servant and where
she was found three days after the
murder, hiding under a bed.
