Only the pro­
longed absence finally caused his 
wife" and friends to institute inquiries, 
when they learned that he had been 
seen returning at dusk. Then a search 
party was formed on December 7th, 
and they soon found some evidence.- 
that helped them locate the body, one 
and a half miles from the west end of 
the lake- in 20 feet of water. An in­
quest was held by Mr. Lent, J.P., on 
December 9th, and the jury empanel-

HE PUTS IT UP TO THEM.

Turriff of East Assiniboine Talks of
Saskatchewan Valley Land Grant

Toronto, Dec. 19.—J. G. Turriff, 
member for East Asiniboine, spoke 
to-night at Stauffville in the Centre 
York campaign. Discussing the Sas- 
catchewan land grant, he said: “The 
Saskatchewan Valley Land Co. had 
agreed to put in 1,120 settlers with- 
n five years. Last spring, at the 

expiration of five years, 1,700 people 
rad been placed upon these lands 
and the company was responsible for 
settlement of 5,000 persons. Turriff 
argued strongly that the entire deal 
was above-board and perfectly hon­
est. “I challenge and dare anyone 
to point out where I am wrong in any 
ingle particular,” said the speaker. 
‘Conservatives,” he continued, “know 
better than to go west with any of 
those so-called scandals.” Turriff was 
isked about the school question. He 
stated that issue was so well settled 
that nothing was heard of it now.

Insurance Agent Disappears.

Toronto, Dec. 19.—There were start­
ing revelations to-day regarding the 
inancial transactions of Harry 
Maughan, of the insurance firm of 
Maughan & Son. Maughan disap­
peared from Toronto a week ago on 
Wednesday, and his disappearance 
was believed to be due to enquiries 
made by the Canadian and Dominion 
Express companies. The firm was 
entrusted with express blanks, and 
Harry filled some, and cashed them 
without much difficulty, as the firm 
stool high financially. These orders 
were said to amount to nearly two 
thousand dollars, and of course detec­
tion was speedy. Difficulties in re­
gard to insurance represented by the 
firm are rather more complicated. 
Payments that should have been paid 
the companies have not been received 
and how far back the defalcations go 
is not yet learned, although enough 
developed to assure they are up in 
the thousands,

Captured Man Who Attempted 
Murder.

East Grand Forks, Minn., Dec. 21— 
Murphy, the man who attempted to 
murder Frank Whittaker in the saloon 
of Hariy/ Hutchinson yesterday, was 
captured at Mannvillb, fourteen miles 
north of here at 11.30 last night by 
Deputy Sheriff Daniels, of Crookston, 
Deputy Galbraith, of Grand Forks! 
Chief Franklin and Assistant Chief 
Buckley, of Grand Forks. He was 
found in a hotel there and made no 
resistance. Murphy was returned to 
East Grand Forks today. The arrest 
of Murphy was brought about through 
a message sent out by the police.

Regina, Dec. 20.—By the decision oi 
the Supreme Court of Canada the pro 
vinee of Saskatchewan is deprived of an 
other right to make laws relating t< 
matters affecting the welfare of the pro 
vince. The decision in this case relatei 
to prosecution under the prairie fire: 
ordinance, and the decision of the court 
is that the provincial authorities canno 
secure a ( conviction against the Can 
adian Pacific Railway for starting prai 
rie fires in this province, because thi 
company operates under a Dominior 
charter, and- the province has not thi 
power to make laws which interfere witl 
the privileges granted by the Dominior 
act.

- End of Long Case.
The decision of the Supreme Court o: 

Canada, which was handed dowt> at a 
session in Ottawa on Friday is the enc 
of long litigation between the compan; 
and the province. Officially the case n 
known as “King vs. f.VP.R.” It originat 
ed at Mortlach about a year ago, whei 
before two justices of the peace the Can 
adian Pacific Railway Company war 
found guilty of negligence in allmvin; 
a prairie fire to escape from control, ant 
a fine was inflicted. The case was ap 
pealed to the supreme court of the pro 
vince, and there the conviction by th< 
lower court was sustained. The C.P.R. 
then appealed to the court en banc ol 
Saskatchewan, and the appeal was agair. 
sustained. The final appeal was to th< 
Supreme Court of Canada, before whict 
the decision of the court at Regina was 
reversed, and the conviction quashed.

Province Has No Power.
The conviction against the railway vu 

quashed, on the ground that the province 
has no power to pass a law which con 
travenes the provisions of a Dominior 
law in so far as it effects the C.P.R. Th< 
result of the decision is that henceforth 
the Canadian Pacific Railway can al 
low prairie fires to get beyond oontro' 
in this province and no act of the Sas 
katchewan legislature can inflict a pen 
alty for so doing.

WILL LEGISLATE FOR FUTURE.

Congress Will Not Deal With Present 
Financial Crisis.

Washington, Dec. 21—It can be stat­
'd on the highest authority that if the 
sub-committee of the house committee 
on banking anr currency now dealing 
with the subject, can have its way no 
effort will be made by the present con 
cress, to adopt legislation remédiai 
of the present financial condition. All 
the energies of that committee will be 
directed towards the framing and pas­
sage of laws more general in character 
and which will be intended to pre­
clude shrinkage of the circulation cn- 
tailiing widespread financial distress. 
Assurance of elasticity by the adop­
tion of the credit currency system 
may be recommended, or some dif­
ferent measure toward the same end 
may eventually be decided upon, but 
in any event no legislation will be 
suggested by the committee for the 
correction of the present conditions.

Section Foreman Responsible.
Port Arthur, Ont., Dec. 20.—The in­

quest over the death of Fireman Small 
and Engineer McAllan, killed last Mon­
day, was held at Schreiber yesterday. 
The verdict returned by the jury was 
that death was the result of the failure 
of the section man to properly flag the 
train and that the section foreman com­
mitted a grave error in opèning the 
track to replace the rail without taking 
the proper precautions. The evidence 
showed that the flagman was caught by 
a train coming mrounj the curve white 
he was on the bridge. He had to lie 
down to save himself and though he 
says he nsed the flag the engineer did 
not see him. There will be no prosecu­
tions.

He spoke in glowing terms of hero- 

c actions by English and Dutch in 
■South Africa, which, he said, were the 
meet inheritance of the country. The 
icople were determined not to look 
o the ghost of racialism and section- 
lism, but would appeal to what was 
test in each other.

When the question of the reorganiz- 
■tion of the volunteers was before 
lim, involving the elimination of 
ïames glorious in the history of the 
Transvaal, he refused to allow the dis- 
ppearance of the Imperial Light 
Torse. “That name,” he continued, 
has a right to survive in the history 

if the Transvaal.”
In conclusion Mr. Smuts said that 

he Boers and the British must unite 
•r exterminate one another. They 
vould unite.

Sir Percy Fitzpatrick made a speech

Contain More Sugar Than Those 
Grown in Western States.

Calgary, Dec. 21—Sugar beet grow­
ers all over the world who have been 
nore or less skeptical as to the quality 
>f sugar beets that can be produced 
n the Northwest, wiH be deeply in­

terested in a sugar beet test just made 
by the Knight Sugar company of Ray­
mond, Alberta. The beets were from 
i car lead shipped that company' by 
the Canadian Pacific Irrigation Col­
onization company from their dèmon- 
-tration farm at Gleichen and tested 
co-efficient of purity eighty-eight and 
me-tenth per cent, and nineteen and 
wo-tenths per cent, sugar in the beet.
This test has conclusively proved 

the contention of Canadian sugar beet 
growers that the farther north the 
beet can successfully be grown, the 
greater will be its purity and sacchar­
ine contents. It is estimated that the 
output of the Koymond factory will ba 
five million pounds of sugar this year.

Tillman Wants to Know.

Washington, Dec. 19.—The report 
that the Canadian Pacific railway 
has succeeded in acquiring a majority 
ef the stock of some American rail­
ways, having come to t lie attention of 
Senator Tillman, he today introduced 
the following resolution: “The Inter­
state Commerce Commission is direct­
ed to inform the senate whether any 
corporations engaged in interstate 
commerce are the owners of any of 
the capital stock of other corporations 
which are transporting passengers and 
freight, and if so, the commission is 
further directed to transmit a state­
ment showing the extent and details 
of such ownership so far as the facts 
now appear in the office of the com­
mission, and state in what cases the 
corporations- whose stock is so owned 
have been competitors for traffic with 
the corporations owning their stock.”

Standard Loan Co. Absorbs Others.

Toronto, Dec. 19.— Ameeting of tlie 
shareholders of the Acme Loan and 
Savings Co. is called for January 24, 
to ratify an agreement for the sale of 
the company’s assets to the Standard 
Loan Company. Under the terms of 
the agreement the Acme shareholders 
paid at par in stock of the Standard, 
for which purpose the new Standard 
stock will be issued. Tiic deal is sim­
ilar to those by which the Standard 
Loan and Savings company has ab­
sorbed already five smaller institu­
tions and is swelling its capital to 
about two and a quarter millions. The 
Acme assets are valued at about a 

(quarter of a million, making necessary 
« an issue of the Standard securities to 
I that amount.

END OF U.S. TIMBER SUPPLY.

Government’s Estimates Are That
Forests Fall Behind Consumption.
Washington,» jpec. 19.—Unless some 

systematic effort at reîor stratum is 
made, the supply of timber will soon 
be insufficient to meet demands, ac­
cording to the government. At the 
present time production has fallen he 
hind consumption, and the reserve 
supply is being heavily drawn upon 
The forests- are being cut three times 
as fast as they grow. While over 
100,000,000,000 board feet are being 
consumed annually, tire yearly in­
crease by forest growth is only from 
30,000,000,000 to 42,000,000,000 feet, 
The forest area is amply sufficient, if 
rightly managed, to produce eventu­
ally enough timber to supply all out 
needs, but unless corrective measures 
are soon adop.ed the price of timber, 
the government asserts, will reach 
such high prices that its use for most 
purposes will be prohibited.

Edward King to Jail for Life.

Brandon,Dec. 19—Edward King,who 
yas found gyilty oi murder at the as­
sizes last "fall by Çheif Justice How­
ell, sentenced to be hanged and after­
wards given imprisonment for life,was 
yesterday removed by Sheriff Hend­
erson to Stoney Mountain. The pris­
oner, who was handcuffed, wove a list­
less air and appeared to take very 
little notice of the crowd at the de- 
not,.

Socialists Riot in Seattle.
Seattle, Dec. 19.—One hundred and 

seven Socialists were arrested on the 
night of the 16th by a squad of police­
men who had the struggle of their 
lives. A crowd of 10,000 persons was 
jammed in the public market at Pike 
place and officers found it almost 
impossible to force their way to the 
improvised rostrum of the speakrn-. 
Two patrol waggons were kept busy . 
for an hour taking, the prisoners to' 
the police headquarters, where they 
vere locked up. The mass meeting 
was the result of the session Sunday 
night when 200 socialists pledged them­
selves to make an attempt to speak. 
Dr. F. Titus, the leader, was among- 
those arrested, being raptured on a 
roof, where lie had made bis wav by 
means -of a ladder which he pulled up 
after him.
