TWO JAPANESE SPIES.

Have Been Working in Australia for
A Year.

New York, March 3—A cable despatch
to. the Herald from Sydmey, N. S. W.,
says: Australian mistrust of the Japa-
nese will not be lessemed by the disclo-
sure that members of a prominent Japa-
nese commercial firm here ‘Thave lLeen
acting as spies -on behalf of the Japa-
nese Goveérnment,

Mr. Levien, an Ausfralian ¢ommercial
agent, has just arrived .froia . Japan,
whete, at the request of the Federal de-
pariment of External Affairs, he made
confidential inquiries. These are 'said to
show that the two principals of the firm,
young, shrewd and exémpted from mili-
tary sérvice and speaking fluent English,
obtaited admission into the Common-
wealth last year as students of political
economy ‘as-a blind to shield their secret
service work.

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AT MEDICINE HAT

Attornep General .and Minister of
Agriculture Address Enthusiatic
Meeting in Opera House—Hon.
Mr. -Finlay’'s Eleiction Conceded
on Every Hand—He Will, How-
ever, Mave Opposition.

Medicine 'Hut, Mareh  5.—That the
Libérals of Mediciife Hat have every
réason to be confident of success in
the coming campaign Was evident by
the enthusiastic_meeting which greet-
ed Hon, W. T. Finlay and Hon. C. W,
Cross. when  they ;delivered addresses
at the Opera House tonight, ‘‘Hon.
Mr. Finlay has served us well,” said
a prominent Conservative  tonight,
and it would be useless to try to de-
feat him, especially as he is a cabinet
minister and in a position to do a
great deal of good for the Hat. For
instance, all realize that it was solely
through his efforts we have got the
magnificent bridge over the Saskatch-
ewan river here.”

This is the view held by a large
number of Conservatives. but despite
this there is no doubt that Hon. M.
Finlay will- have opposition. - Major
Sissons who was defeated by Mr. Fin-
lay at the last provincial -election, and
Wm. Niblock, C.P.R. conductor, are
mentioned as possible contestants, but
nothing will be decided till after the
Conservative convention tomigat.

Varied Interests,

A Jarge crowd were ‘in the Opera
House to hear Hon. Mr. Cross and
Hon. Mr, Finlay. It is only natural
that in this constituency, which is so
miixed, combining both agricultural
and manufacturing interests, that ag-
riculture and the Workmen’s Compen-
sation Act should be taken up. Hon.
Mr. Finlay dealt with the former and
his announcement of the securing of
an experimental dry farm in this dis-
trict was greceived enthusiastically.

“We have the land if we have the
mofsture,” he said, ‘“‘and within six
weeks Professor Campbell, Geo, Har-
court and myself will select a seetion
of land on which to establish this
farm.””

Mr. Finlay also touched on the
creamery question which, although
proving such a success in northern
Alberta, had not been taken up so
enthusiastically in the south. Last
year the government spent a quarter
of a million on creameries and the est-
imates this year called for a 'still
greater expenditure, The government
were also providing for the expendi-
ture of $50,000 for a pork packing
plant. The estimate also provided
for a mew court house here at a cost
of  $40,000. The statement that the
present structure would be used as an
immigration hall was welcome news
and loudly applauded.  Hon. Mr. Fin-
lay’s speech was brief but strong and
made a decided impression.

Attorney General Speaks. A

Hon. Mr. Cross in opening referred
to the mistake many made ia letting
federal .party issues be. brought into
the provincial campaign. “We should
not mix Federal politics with Provin-
cial politics.” he said, “This cam-
paign should be ome of Albertans for
Alberta and I can confidently say
that since the Rutherford administra-
tion came into power it has been a
strietly non-partisan government.
Conservative and Liberal have' been
treated alike and party affiliations
have mot been allowed to interfere
with the interests of the province.”
The history of the government owned
telephones including the fight to
break the Bell monopoly and subse-
quent victory of the provinee proved
interesting. The action 6f the Canad-
fan Pacific in evading payment of tax-
es on main lines was also well re-
ceived and when the audience learned
that the railroad had been forced to
pay over two hundred thousand as
taxes on branch lines the applause
was long and loud.

Workmen’s Compensation Act.

But it was the workmen’s Compen-
sation Act that appealed to this es-
sentially railroad town where acci-
dents are no rarity. = The speaker
pointed out that the word Compensa-
tion canszd some mizunderstanding
among the working class. The act
was really a Workmen’s' Insurance
Act. The whole basia of bill was the
insurance by the employer ‘'of his
workmen against accidents arising
out of their employment.

Under: this “act the mnegligence of
emplpyee was entirely eliminated.
Wholly irreapective ©of the personal
delinqueney the employer has a per-
sonal Iiability to pay. 3

The act fixes the compensation for
permanent’ injuries or death at $1800
without any question as to whether
employee injured or killed is person-
ally mnegligent. If however the em-
ployer s personally n‘eglig}'nt or acts
wiltully -he still remains liable under
provisions of the common law for
further damages as the compensation
act leaves the common law alone.

The Bill has already secured. better
protection for the lives and the limbs of
working people and although not making
insurance compulsory does make the o
ployee a preferred creditor if by any
chance his employer is bankrupt at the
time of the accident.
Rebuked Coal Operators.

Hon.. Mr. Cross scathingly rebuked
the coal operators who threatene.d to
put him out of bu5iness.bef‘ause of tbe
passing of this Act, claiming that his
legislation was too socililistic. The opera-
tors had raised the price of coal fifty
cents a ton, claiming the Compensation
Act forced them to do so, yet in reality
the actual cost of insuring all their em-
ployees would not raise the cost three
and a half cehts a ton which could and
would be cheerfully borne by consumers
if they knew the lives and limbs of the
men who got the coal were insured in
case of accident or death. In 1909 this
act had by causing employers to use
more care reduced the number of lives
lost by sixty ‘per cent.

On_ railway policy Mr. Cross spoke at
some . length and pointed ‘out that the
government were not gauranteeing  the
bonds of companies which could not
show sufficient prcof- of ability and cash
to build the line.

The remarks on the lines projected lo-
cally were received enthusiastically and
made a good impression.

The District Court Act and the 'act re-

specting .the sheriffs and deputies both

’\rhich considerably reduce the cost of
litigation were endorsed . by ¥very one
band the policy of allowing fhe Dominion
[Governtfienit to still"adininister the lands
proved fo be one of the best “bargains
ever made by the province.

All through the meeting the enthusi-
asm ran high. Mr. Cross’ conclnding

iwords: “While the TRutherford govern-

ment are Liberal in {Federal politics-we
are first last and always ‘Albertans and
can be depended upon to fight with our
Liberal friends at Ottawa if interests
of province demand it,” hbrought forth
a sustained burst of cheering from the
