MILLION DOLEARTIREIN NEW YORK.
Halifax, N.S., March 2.

In the House of Commons Labouchere 
moved to reduce the cost of Chamberlain’s 
mission. Gladstone paid a high tribute to 
Chamberlain, and said that his acceptance of 
the mission was an act of public duty. W. 
H. Smith said the whole country was under 
the deepest obligations to Chamberlain for 
bringing to a salisfectory and peaceful solu­
tion a dispute attended with serions difficulties. 
The vote passed by a large majority, most of 
the members supporting the Government.

Wilson, son-in-law of President Grevy, has 
been sentenced to two years’ imprisonment, a 
fine of fonr thousand francs, and deprivation 
of civil rights for five years, for the Legion of 
Honor scandal.

The Canadian estimates are placed at thirty- 
five and a half million dollars.

Severe snow-storms have been experienced 
in Spain and Italy.
