no estimate of the cost of right of 
way, of fencing, of stations, of addi­
tional rolling stock.

then "be completed, and the question 
must naturally arise, what will the 
revenue be in 1915? Will it be suffi­
cient to meet the charge of $140,000 
&c.” Then he argues the revenue 
will be sufficient. And in his argu­
ment he again insists that the total 
annual charge will be $140,000 a year 
for he uses these words: “And seeing 
the outlay for interest on the branch 
railway construction will be ONLY 
$140,000 a YEAR”

Now, inasmuch as before 1915,'the 
country will be called upon and as a 
matter of fact has already been called 
upon to pay in tart, for right of way, 
fencing, stations, and additional roll­
ing stock, why did Sir Edward Morris 
leave -out the cost of these items, 
which, according to his later showing 
would add some $4,000 a mile to his 
estimate of cost, and $70,000 extra 
to the annual burden for the new con­
struction. The only conclusion we 
can draw is that Morris has not made 
good with the country in these mat­
ters, and that he cannot be allowed 
to go on after the fall with the ad­
ministration of the country's affairs.

Had to Return.
The express, which left here Thurs­

day last for Port aux Basques, and 
which could only get to Millertown 
Junction, got back early this morning 
to the city. The train had fifty pas­
sengers on hoard some bound for lo­
cal points on the West Coast and 
others to connect with the Bruce at P.

Sir Edward Morris in setting forth 
his refusal to go to the country last 
fall, took exception, to the statement 
that there was alarm in the country 
at the expenditure of the Government. 
He denied also that in introducing the 
Railway Resolutions that he had as­
sured the country . that the branch 
railways would be completed by a 
charge of $4,000,000 to the public 
debt.

Sir Edward claimed that he made
