LONDON, To-day.

The Army order, which Asquith zu-
nounced, is generally considered o
have been a sort of charter by which
Field Marshal French and General
Ewart might be induced to remain in
tieir positions. Colonel Seeley's ten-
tre of office at the War Ministery
seems destined to be of short con-!
tinanee. The Westminster Gazeite,
the Daily Chronicle and the foremost |
among the Liberal papers are saying
Colonel Seeley must relinquish Lis
portfolio. The name of John Burms
is most discussed as his probable sue-
cessor. That Democratic Government
could - be carried to such lengths ‘o
give the supervision of the Army into
the hands of a sturdy character who
came into limelight first as a
I.2bor agitator, would have been un-
thinkable a decade ago. Yet the sanie
recognition of the soldier as on the
same plane as the officer in the char-
ter rights of duties which the Gov-
ernment proclaimed is a long step ir-
wards the levelling of classes. The
King's action and attitude during tie
crisis is gradually becoming knc:z
The zttacks of Radicals and Labor-
ites on the King for an alleged in-
terference in politics has subsided.
The Unionists are criticizing His \Ma-
jesty quietly among themselves. The
Unijonists have most reason to con-
plain of the King's policy, as it would
appcar from most trustworthy ac-
counts of the happenings at Buck-
ingham P:zilace during the frequeat
conferences which the King had with
Cabinet Ministers and army officers.

The King and members of his
court are out spoken in their-condem-
nation of Carson organizing the Ul-
ster voluntecrs, resented his act of
reviewing the volunteers, as though
they were a regular military bedy,
agsuming a. prercgative by reason of
which Liberals named him King Cer-
sen. Such an offense is 2n unpardon-
able sin in the eves of the court.
The Home Rule Bill will come up
again cn Tuesday which with two the
following days will be devoted to the
second reading. The events of the
past week bhave in no way. modified
the plans of the Ministry, regarding
proceeding with the Bill and with
Welsh Disestablishment, before an ap-
peal is made to the country, The ex-
pectation of some opposition journals
that the Government will be bound tc
go under, in consequence of the mili-
tary upheaval scems likely to be dis-
appointed. The Government organs
declare the Ainistry is as strong as
ever, peinting to Monday’'s majority
of 93, while even opposition journals
admit there is a lull after the sterm
of last week. Although it has been
suggested that the Premier may be
disposed to make additional conces-
sions to Ulster to-morrow, it is as-
serted the Nationalists have pronounc
ed strongly against any further sur-
render being made. Ministers have
denied the current rumor concerning
their consent to a general election
conditional upon Home -Rule, Welsh
Disestablishment being allowed to
4 pass. - The fact of the opposition not
being inclined to enter into any nego-
tiations with them. Now it is a case of
war to the knife. ‘A dissolution in
July is anticipated  before which the
Government counts on placing the
two principal measures on the Stat-
ute Book.
