The annual meetings of several of
the principal English banking institu-
tions which have taken. place during
the current week have afforded bank-
ers an opportunity of putting om re-
cord the impressions created in their
minds by thé events of the last six
months, says the - Glasgow - Herald.
Those who have had the privilege of
listening to" the pronouncements or
have taken the trouble to read’ them
in the newspapers must have geri\*ed
considerable €ncouragement from the
confident although cautious tone.

“This is the first great war which
the existing generation of bankers
have been called upen to face, and the
principles of British +banking have
been subject to the - most rigorous
possible test. That the institution has
emerged. with flying colors is a tribute
to the soundness of its foundations
and to the success of the measures
which were taken by the Government
after seeking the counsel of repre-
sentatives of the greatest financial
interests when the outbreak of war
dislocated the credit machinery.

“With scarcely any preliminary
warning the war crashed into our
credit strueture, and for a time
threatened .a complete paralysis. Re-
medial measures had, therefore, to be
hastily prepared and promptly ap-
plied. No doubt it is true‘that as a
result. of many years of peace and
prosperity a certain enervation nad
crept over the country, rendering it
reluctant to see what it did not wish
to see and indisposed to suggest or
sanction any great departure from es-
tablished .usage. We perhaps should
not have been so completely uncon-

Germany had for some years been
préparing her resources, and Sir Ed-
ward Holden at the meeting of the
London City and Midland Bank sug-
gested that what was going on should
have induced ‘the formation - of a
strong committee in this country to
organize our finances so thoroughly
that war or any other -eventuality
would have been met by instant fin-
ancial mobilization.

“Consideration of these matters
naturally directs gttention to the
always keenly debated question of
the adequacy of our -gold reserves.
The London City and Midland Bank
has published for the first time .in its
balance-sheet for the year ended De-
cember 31st last, and thereby set a
precedent so far as the joint stock
banks are concerned, the exact am-
ount held in gold coin at that date as
distinct from its holdings of Bank of
England and other notes and the cash
held for clearing purposes at the cen-
tral institution. The figure shown
was exactly £8,000,000, and it is in-
teresting to note that the bank, in
common with the other principal in-
stitutions, voluntarily sent to the
Bank of England a large number of
sovereigns during the crisis.

“The creation of the new currency
notes, with which the country speed-
ily grew familiar, has resulted in a
considerable economy of gold, so that
in spite of the wunparalleled times
passed through the central reserve

000 has already been accumulated

PROTESTS from certain employees
of the Ford Motor Company at At-
lanta because their salaries ‘under
the profit sharing system were . re-
duced, were answered recently by
James R. Lee, chief of the sociologi-
cal research department of the con-
cern. The Atlanta' investigators cut
certain salaries when they learned
that the recipients were not properly
sharing their pay with their families
or making no effort " to save their
money. “The policy of the Ford Com-
pany is uniform all over its system,”
said -Mr. Lee. - “Phe minimum wage
scale at our plants for eight hours’
work is $2.72. When an employee
comes under the profit sharing plan
$2.28 a day is added to his earnings.”
“We expect the recipient of the extra
salary to be a credit to himself and
the community and to do the best by
those dependent upon him. We have
found in all cases that men who de-
sired to come under the plan started
out well enough. But there have
been some lapses in Atlanta and else-
where. Continuing to pay them the
high rate would defeat the ends we
are trying to reach. When such cas-
es arise we withhold the extra am-
ount which would be paid under the
prefit sharing plan. When an indivi-
dual has once been taken off the pro-
fit sharing list he is placed upon the
ordinary wage scale for the class of
work he does. That scale is about 15
per cent. higher than his work could
command anywhere else. But there
is nothing whatever to preyent him
from once more enjoying the profit
sharing plan if he satisfies us that he
will qualify irr the futuxe and live up
to. the safeguaxds we ha\e placed
around this system.”
