Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—Kindly allow us, the un­

dersigned, who are yet employed by 
the Abitibi Power and Paper Co., of 
Iroquois Falls, to reply to a letter 
signed “Mike Oliver" published In your 
paper of April 3rd.

First, we wish to state that Mike 
Oliver was one of the first to have his 
name put to the letter referred to “Are 
Well Treated” which he denies as sign­
ing.

Our agreements were transportation 
free after eight months in employ of 
Company. Wages on some agreements 
called for ($40.00) forty dollars a 
month and found, and on others 26c. 
per hour; $23.00 (twenty-three dol­
lars) a month board, $1.00 for medicfel 
which when figured out at a ten hour 
day will mean more. The Company 
has treated us all right and any man , 
wanting money can get an advance.

The board is good and plenty of it. 
There is a good clean cookery (four 
of our men are working there), bunk 
houses, bath room and reading room; 
and as for slavery the writer of said 
letter did not do much of it.

The rate of pay here now is 30 cents 
an hour for yardmen; 33 to 46c. for 
men who are working in the mill (that 
is tor men who are not tradesmen).

We know the kind of men who 
wrote that letter and if we see any 
more correspondence on that line we 
will publish things that we now hold 
back..

Some of "the men treated the Com­
pany bad which we can prove.

Mr. Editor we ask you to give this 
letter prominence in your columns in 
justice to the Company and for the 
men who are here and are not afraid 
of work.

FEET IN THE SPRINGTIME.

In the Spring Milady’s pedal ex­
tremities lightly turn to aches and 
pains. With the approach of warm 
weather you begin to pay with inter­
est tor the indiscretions of the winter 
months.

In warm weather you should wash 
your feet twice a day. You will un­
derstand how necessary cleanliness 
really is when you realize that the 
largest blood vessels of the body are 
situated in the legs. Consequently the 
feet perspire, and this perspiration 
causes a vast amount of the toot dis­
comfort from which folks suffer, in­
cluding soft corns between the toes. 
The odor of perspiration is an unpar­
donable offense, not alone because of 
the pain it causes you yourself, but 
of the discomfort to those with whom 
you are associated.

There is absolutely no excuse for 
this annoyance. To keep your feet 
absolutely clean and sweet requires 
not more than ten minutes effort a day 
and the use of an inexpensive powder 
i! your trouble is serious enough to 
require it.

Mild cases of perspiration are bene- 
fitted by bathing the feet in water, as 
hot as can be borne to which a tea­
spoon of common baking soda has 
been added. Another good wash is 
one or two drams of alum dissolved 
in a pint of alcohol and added to your 
foot bath in the same proportion—a 
teaspoonful to a basin of water.

In cases of excessive perspiration 
bathe your feet in hot salt water. Dry 
them carefully and apply the follow­
ing lotion: One grain of permangan­
ate of potash, and one ounce of distill­
ed water. Apply this lotion with a 
piece of soft gauze. Then dust your 
feet with a talcum podwer.

Change your stockings at least 
once a day and if you are troubled 
with excessive perspiration change 
them twice a day until a remedy has 

■been entirely effected.
