Austen Chamberlain, Chancellor of 
the Exchequer, announced In the 
House of Commons to-day that he in­
tended to stand or fall by his original 
proposal to Increase the Evess Pro­
fits Tax to sixty per cent, from the 
present forty per cent. rate. The Chan­
cellor said, however, that if proposals 
subseqntntly were introduced for the 
taxation of war acquired wealth, the 
extra twenty per cent, would be re­
mitted.

The French are de­
clared to feel deeply that they have

|the reduction of coal deliveries 
keeps an important fraction of 
tench industries idle. They say that 

Germany during the last nine months

has indicated clearly to the French 
mind that she intends to do nothing 
she cannot be compelled to do, and 
that unless the Allies sharply warn 
her, Germany will default on the es­
sential clauses of the Treaty counting 
upon escaping from further penalties 
or upon a revision of the Treaty great­
ly disadvantageous to the French. The 
British position is that although Ger­
many has defaulted in several ex­
tremely important respects and that 
she must be required to fulfill her 
obligations she can be made to do so 
without further occupation of her ter­
ritories and by severe economic res­
triction. British statements are un­
derstood to look askance on French 
aims, and feel that leadership among 
the Allies is being disputed.

Telegraphists’ Tales.
A single telegraphist was working a 

lonely station in the Sudan. Finding 
the solitude getting on his nerves, he 
tried to think of some scheme for 
getting a shift At last in despera­
tion, he wired to headquarters, 
"Please send relief gt once, AAA Sta­
tion surrounded by lions, wolves, and 
tigers.’’
