The surly winds of October howl 

through the forest, and the withered 
leaves descend in clouds to the earth. 
Soon will. the stately monarchs of the 
forest stand again denuded while the 
storms of another winter sweep through 
their naked boughs. A few short months, 
nay, a few short weeks ago and the woods 
were decked with a bright and beauteous 
green ; now all looks like withered deso­
lation and decay. In the opening spring 
the leaves burst forth in verdant loveli­
ness, summer but added health to their 
color, and the appearance of strength to 
their form, and who then would have 
imagined had not repeated observation 
convinced him, that all this bright foliage 
must soon be seared and shrivelled, and 
swept unrelentingly to the humid earth, 
there to rot and be lost sight of forever ? 
To be lost sight of, but like every other 
particle of matter in nature, not to be lost. 
Their usefulness is not yet gone, for in 
their decomposition will be found nour­
ishment for other leaves, which during a 
succeeding spring and summer will deck 
the forest with as bright a green.

Who can predict its expansion, who can 
foretell how soon that life may terminate, 
how long it may continue, or what it may 
accomplish? As the balmy breeze of
