He is reported to be in
Arabia in constant contact with shieks
and emirs hostile to the committee,
while Arab preachers are trying to fo-
ment rebellion among the inhabitants.

Taalat Bey, minister of the interior,
realizes, it 1s said, that the situation is
serious, and is not holding entirely
aloof from the movement to return to
power Hilmi Pasha, former grand vizier,
who now is ambassador to Austria-
Hungary. Hostility to the German pol-
icy is reported to be becoming increas-
ingly violent.

A complete disagreement between
Djemal Pasha and Enver Pasha, min-
ister of war, as well as Taalat Bey, was
reported early this month. It was inti-
mated that the former minister of ma-
rine was suspected of preparing a coup
d’ etat against the committee of union
and progress. After the failure of the
expedition against Egypt under his
command, Djemal Pasha was ordered
to Mesopotamia but apparently did not
go there.

London, Sept. 18.—When Parliament
reassembles tomorrow its principle
‘concern will be schemes of new taxa-
tion o help in providing for the ex-
pense war,

An increase and extension of the
income tax is expected in most quar-
ters. An attempt to restrict the vol-
ume of imports is urged by maay
public men. The most likely measures
in thig direction are large additions
to the duties on tea, tobacco, wine,
Sugar and petrol, and possibly new
duties on luxuries of various character,
Other taxes which have been suggest-
ed are upon raflway tickets, 'theatres
and motion pictures, automobiles and
carriages, and employers of domestic
servants. An increase in charges ror
letters, telegrams and telephones, all
'of which are under Government con-
trol, is a further possibility,

To Hit Incomes.

But the greater part of the half bil-
lion dollars or so which the Govern-
ment hopes to add to its annual income
will come, according to the well in-
formed, from the income tax. Most
authorities are agreed that the income
tax must be broadened. The minimum
of exemption presumably will be lower-
ed, and plans will he made for assess-
ing the wages c¢f as many workmen
and small businessmen as earn more
than the flat minimum deemed neces-
sary to support existence. It is esti-
mated that the total income of the in-
habitants of the British Isles is $12,-
000,000,000 a year, Of this less than
five billion dollars is now assessed for
taxation.

That would not involve
general principles for which the Wash-
ington Government has contended. The
Berlin not declared the commander
attacked the Arabic because he thought
she was about to attempt to ram the
submarine.
