Rapid Progress of the Victorla, Port Crescent
and Chehalis. - - R

In the Gray’s Harbor country interest is
centering in the progress of the Victoria,
Port Crescent and Chehulis railroad. The
Hoguiam Tribune says construction is
rapidly being pushed along the morthwest
terminus of what will soon be known as the
Northern Pacific road. When this road is
