Immediately on my return I requested
my colleague Sir Louis Davis, to obtain
information as to the number of sealers
who are fitting ount for the coming year’s
operations and the appropriate compen-
santion it would be expected to be paid
to them in case pelagic sealing was pro-
hibited for a year. Theinformation fur-
nished me is to the effect that the fleet
is.preparing as usual, that the prohibi-
tion of pelagic sealing for a year would
practically destroy the business for sev-
eral years, because the masters, the
mates, and the crews, for the larger part
belonging to other parts of Canada,
would leave British Columbia. Thesum
which wonld be demanded as compensa-
tion is far beyond what it would
be possible for us to induce par-
liament to vote, even if we
could recommend» if. Under these
circumstances and in view of the finding
of the experts at the late conference that
“in the great reduction of the pelagic
catch of late years compared with the
gradual decrease of the herd, there is a
tendency toward equilibrium, or a stage
at which the numbers of the breeding
herd would neither increase nor de-
crease’’; and further that *‘the
diminution of the herd is yet far from a
stage which involves or threatens the
actual extermination of the species, go
long a8 it is protected in its haunts on
land,” I am in hopes that you will agree
to the proposition submitted at our ver-
bal conference by Sir Louis Davies and
myself, and not press for the immediate
suspension of pelagic sealing.

The coast catch during the months of
January, February, March and April,
as gauged by the catches of the past few
years, is very small. last year the
catch of the QCanadian gealing fleet
amounted to only 6,100, and in the year
before 8,350. If the fleet therefore are

months of the year the catch would not
exceed six thousand, which you think
would do little harm to the herd. This
might be the case if it was in its
normal condition, but such a catch would
be approximately equal to 30,000 in normal
times, and in its present depleted condition
would create & serous, inroad on the herd.
The state-of *‘egualibrium’ contemplated

still more depleted stage than even now ex-
ists. 1t is admitted that the industry is at
present unprofitable for both the lessees
and the pelagic sealers. Should the herd
reach the equalibrium pointed out by you,
it will have passed the period when nego-
tiations will be of any avail.

Bat in addition to the injury that a con-
tinuance of early pelagic sealing will do the
herd, it will aiso entail on the United
States the heavy expense of patrol during
the entire summer, even though a settle-
ment should be reached, as you think pos-
sible, before August, as the Victoria fleet
will be at sea, an expense which for the
past four years has been $150,000 annually.
In view of your statement that parlia-
ment would not convene till February, we
would be quite willing to have the proposed
suspension of sealing take effect at such a
date in February as would enable the
necessary legislation to be passed, provided
a modus vivendi could be signed at once.
Such an arrangement, it is believed, would
obviate' the legal difficulty to which you
refer.
