A busy week is reported in all retail lines.
Thete are no noteworthy changes In 

staples, except on potatoes, which have 
greatly reduced In price, being now from 50 
to 75 cents per hundredweight cheaper now 
than a fortnight ago. There seems at 
present to be plentifulness, despite a 
rather poor outlook for the coming winter. 
This is the only product that has
so for made its way Into market, al­
though most of the hay crop, of which 
there Is still a vast quantity on the Fraser, 
Is bringing from $10 to $12 a ton, this being 
seemingly because the market is not gut­
ted and Is kept well regulated. Oats, on 
the other hand, are scarce, and In many In­
stances other kinds of grain Is being used 
In their stead,

berries are almost out of season, bat apples, 
pears, plums and peaches are coming In 
more plentifully every day, and the variety 
has been -lncrasdloan. ,c:atDc cmfwy xzfl 
has been Increased within the last week 
with grapes.

“ A man’s occupation or condition has 
more to do with making his face than 
most people think,” observed a gentle­
