The means of communi-
cation had, however, wvastly improved
since then, and he thought that perhaps
14 days would now be sufficient.

Mr. A. W. Smith pointed .out that
while 14 days might work satisfactorily
in the cities, it was an entirely different
matter in such out of the way sections
as Cariboo and the Chilcotin, where the
mails. were only received twice a month
at certain periods of the year. In such
districts 14 days would be an entirely
too restricted a period,

registration was not by any means too
long.

The Attorney-General intimated that
consideration to the point at issue might
very well be given in committee.

many hours he shall or shall not work.
Conceding him to be a human being, a
modern man able to read, think and appre-
ciate the good things of life as others do,
then we contend eight hours are sufficient
'for miners to work under-ground., The dan-
gerous and unhealthy nature of our calling
are good and sufficient reasons for shorter
hours than other branches of labor, skilled
or unskilled, Oft times, by a slight mis-
hap or the ignorance of an employee, the
individual who makes such mistakes is not
only killed, but causes the deaths of his
comrades who may be near him, Working
in aritficial air, breathing poisonous gasses
every moment while underground, men of-
ten lose their lives before they can retrace
their steps to a place of security. We are
tempted in this resolution to question the
competency of the mine inspector for the
Kootenays, and wonder why a goverment
should retain a man in their employ who has
lost the respect ad confidence of the men
of whose lives he is the guardian, The
wage question, on which is based the pres-
ent trouble between the miners and mine
owners in the Slocan district is not above
the standard paid first-class miners in other
places, such as Cripple Creek, Colo., where
miners have been working eight hours since
1804. It would be superfluous to add that
in all the British colonies and Great Brit-
ain miners work but eight hours., There Is
no place outside the Kootenays in this
Western mining «country, with the excep-
tion of Alaska, where more of the neces-
sarles of life cannot be purchased with a
dollar than in the mining districts of Brit-
ish Columbia. 1In the state of Montana,
where wages will average from 75 cents
to $1 per day. per man higher than in por-
tions of British Columbia, clothing, food
and in fact everythinmg that would satisfy
one’s’ dedires can be obtajned 'at least 25
per cent. cheaper than any portion of the
Kootenays. Therefore we contend wages
are not high, but, on an average, are below
the standard pald in other localities. Peo-
ple in, British Columbia are not able to
maintain their physical ’strength, not to
speak of their mental or moral require-
ments, on the same wages paid for labor in
Europe or the Bastern provinces. - Labor
should not suffer for the mistakes of men
who have more money than judgment. Un-
scrupulous ‘speculators plan and scheme in
every way imaginable to float mining pro-
perties for millions when they are mnot
worth so many thousands. The speculators
get wealthy on one or two such deals, and
everything is charged up to the cost of
mining, even champagne suppers. The
next move is to reduce wages. We further
believe the testimony given before the gov-
ernment commissioner, Mr. ®. C. Clute,
has proven beyond the' shadow of a doubt
that miners will perform as much work un-
der the eight-hour day as was previously
accomplished undre the ten-hour system.
