Russia Will Not
T-ke Initiative

Has Every Motive to Desire
Peace but is Now Taking
Precaulions.

Officials State Positively That
Manchurian Treaty Will be
Carried Out.

London, July 24.—A «despatch to Reu-
ter’s Telegram from St. Petersburg,
dated July 20, says: ‘“The attitude of
Japan and the warlike tone of the ma-
jority of the Japanese press have at-
tracted much attention in official circles
here. It is declared by the best in-
formed people that there is no likelihood
of war, certainly not upon Russia’s in-
itiative. It is stated that Russia has
every motive for desiring peace, chief-
ly for financial reasons, with which are
wound up a desire for extensive domes-
tic reforms, which the government con-
's}iders the most ;aiﬂi&c:lciou.s manper. of
dipgrogg. interoal, cmmtaag spin.
g‘i%g the revolutionary propagaiida pzhe
ud. -
It 'is believed to be impossible from
the Russian view point for Japan to
embark in a contest with Russia single-
handed, and it is not thought she will
secure the material support of Great
Britain or the United States. Neverthe-
lelss, Russia is taking every ptrecaution
to. strengthen her military and naval
position in the Orient, believing this to
be the surest means of discouraging
Japan'd aggression. M. Lessar, at the
iPort Arthur conference, is said to have
dealt chiefly 'with these measures,
though they are declared to be entirely
precautionary, -war being the furthest
thing from the wishes of Russian gov-
ernment,

It is said that Japan intends to do
nothing umtil October, when evacuation
of Manchuria must occur. The failure
of Russia to withdraw from Manchuria
would be followed by a serious move on
the part of Japan.

The Russianh embassy regrets the con-
fusion which has arisen in consequence

jof the report that has arisen that Prince

Ching, head of the Chinese foreign of-
fice, has written to Minister Conger re-
fusing to open ports in Manchuria.

The Russian officials believed at
Washington that the note was sent be-
fore China gave her assuramces, and
they asserted positively that Russia in-
tends to,carry out to the letter the as-
surances she has given, and will not im-
terpose obstacles in the way of China
observing her pledge to Secretary Hay.
