RUSSIAN IRONCLADS
AGAIN IN COLLISON

Defence Vessel and Has
To Be Docked.

Cronstadt, June 29.—The - Russian
battleship Navarian, while returning' to
her anchorage today was rammed by
the Russian ironclad Netron Moria,
which struck ‘her amidships. The dam-
age to the Navarian is not serious,
though it may be necessary to drydock
the vessel. It is believed that the po-
riod required for repairing the battle-
ship will not be a leng one.

The Navarian is a .battleship of 10,-
206 tons displacement, The warship
has a belt of compound armor sixteen
inches thick.and twelve inches of the
same armor above her belt, on her bulk-
heads and over her heavy gun positions,
Her armament consists of four 12-inch
guns, eight 6-inch guns, fourteen quick-
firing guns, and four smaller guns. The

Reducing Thibetan
Works at Jong

General Macdonald Commences
the Final Operstions Against
Monastery.

Enemy 8trongly Posted But
Had No Chunce Against
Modern Arms.

London, - June 29.—The Times’ corre-
spondent at Gyangtse says : General
Macdonald began operations yesterday
for the reduction of the Thibetan works
at Jong, and the surrounding moun-
tain sides by a wide movement down the
valley toward the westward. The

The movement progressed as planned
and met with but slight resistance until
within rifle range of the monastery,
when it was discovered that the enemy
were very strongly posted and had so
placed several cannon that they com-
pletely covered the approaches.

The British column was halted and
the Bighth Ghurkas sent along a narrow
crest of rock toward Tsechen. The key
ot the position was a strongly built re-
doubt, flanked on each side by stone-
capped enclosures, -the eastward of
which extended to the monastery. As
the Ghurkas moved along the crest of
the spur the Fusiliers and Pioneers ad-
vanced and swept the enemy from the
outer position with but slight loss. The
Thibetans fought well, but had little
«chance in the face of the British modern
weapons, and it seems that both the
monastery and the redoubt could have
been captured. However, General Mac-
donald decided that it would be useless
to expose his men to the fire of the
Thibetans’ cannon, and so directed that
the attacking force be recalled.

The British now hold Gyangtse, cap-
tured two days ago, and the Tsechen
and Jong approaches, and are in a po-
sition to take the monastery so soon as
the general decides it is advisable.

Goods that could be shipped with
profit on a smaller scale are: Flour
(cheap grades), dynamite (until Mexican
dynainite concession is organized), nails,
shoes  (special makes for wealthier
class), cotton, clothing (cheap), coarse
paper of all kinds, chemicals (such as
cyanide of potassium), Canadian Club
whisky and canned meats. The Canad-
ian Club whisky is so popular down
there that it is seen in every salofn.

- The commodities which could be
profitably imported here from Mexico
are: Qranges, lemons, silver, gold and!
copper ores, hides, mahogany, wood for
tanning, eysters. Mr. Turner is particu-’
larly impressed with the big trade pos-
sible in oranges. This fruit, as grown|
in Mexico, is, he declares, infinitely su-
perior to the Californian product. It
has a far finer flavor. and has a thin
skin and is in every way more palat-
able. He is surprised . that no local
fruit dealer has gone into the business.

The items ‘‘wood for tanning’’ and
“oysters’” would not be included with
the commodities which could be import-
ed in very large quantities. This wood
is, however, very valuable for tannery
purposes and is said to contain more
of the acid which does the work than
the .bark utillized in England. In re-
gard to the ores, it is a matter of in-
terest to the British Columbia smelter
interests to know that the Mexican
ores contain a great deal of silica, while
the British Columbia ores eontain much
iron, and so one ore would flux the
other.

Mr. Turner is much impressed with
Mexico. It is, he says, a country of
vast undeveloped resources and the
large influx of American capital is re-
sulting in a wonderful industrial de-
velopment and great prosperity. In the
higher districts, especially the climate,
while hot, is dry .and healthy, and from
October to April the climate is magnifi-
cent all over the ountry. Silver and
paper money are msed practically ex-
clusively, and the value of the exi-
can dollar is- a qmantity there ' that
varies almost daily, resulting .in a con-
siderable amount ¢f speculation on the
part  of the banks as well as private
people. This does mot, however, affect
commercial dealings with Mexico from
th;mi_rﬂ:_g!__view of foreign merchants.

Meniorial Presented to Chaneellor Vou

Five Hundred Homes lnundated
By Rushing Waters Near
Pittsburg,

Pittsburg, Pa., June 29.—Over five
hundred homes, business houses and
school houses a short distance from
Pittsburg on the Panhandle railway,
were inundated in from two to ten
feet of water in Robinson’s. Run Hol-
low and the -Chartiers valley by the
cloudburst there ‘last night.

Many ‘buildings’ and bridges were
washed away, horses and cattle were
drowned and at least onme life was lost.
It was rumored that others had per-
ished but the reports have not been
confirmed. There were many narrow
escapes.

The flood did not subside until day-
light and many families slept out doors
all night.
