Local Salmon Companiea Likely to 
Adopt Similar Measures to 

Hold Trade

-o-

A fishing project for the purpose of 
competition with the British Columbia 
salmon in the British and European 
salmon market has been launched by a 
British and Japanese company, accord­
ing to advices received here yesterday 
morning by the steamer Tosa Maru 
of the Nippon Yusen Kaisha line. The 
steamers Zenobia and Zephyrus of 
Messrs, Turner, Brightman & Co., 
have been secured and fitted through­
out with refrigerating apparatus and 
cold storage chambers, and will be 
despatched to the Okhotsch sea to 
carry fresh salmon from Siberian 
waters to London. An experimental 
cargo has been carried from the Amur 
river to Riga and Hamburg, 
the fish had a ready sale, 
gation has shown that the 
taken In Kamchatkan waters is su­
perior to that of the Amur and the new 
arrangement proposes to import regular 
cargoes from these waters. .The sal­
mon will be frozen and kept in cold 
storage chambers until placed on the 
market.

It is understood that a project is 
being considered for the shipment of 
British Columbia salmon to Europe 
under similar conditions. At present 
Llnderberger & Co. and Weiss & Co., 
operating mild-curing establishments 
on the wharves of the inner harbor 
in connection with a chain of similar 
establishments, ship cured salmon to 
Germany. On being landed at the in­
ner wharf from the local traps the sal­
mon is cut, the inside being removed 
and the sides washed, cleaned and 
salted. It is then placed in cold stor­
age here in barrels and late is re­
salted and repacked being sent across 
the continent in refrigerated cars for 
shipment from New York to Germany 
in cold storage, being smoked on ar­
rival before being placed on the mar­
ket. The project now being mooted 
has in view the shipment of whole 
salmon which are frozen after being 
landed from the traps and kept in cold 
storage until marketed as are the fish 
from across the Pacific.

It was considered that it would be a 
mistake to place any but the best fish 
on the London market in competition 
with the Canadian and Alaskan sal­
mon to which Londoners are accus­
tomed, says the Kobe Chron­
icle. Negotiations were then entered 
between the Salmon Steam Fishing 
Company, under whose control the 
Zenobia is sailing, and the Russian 
government, and permission was at 
list obtained to bring a cargo of the 
best fish to London this year. The 
Zenobia consequently left the Tyne 
last month for the fisheries in the Ok­
hotsk sea.

Until now these waters have been 
visited only occasionally by Russian 
gunboats. Commander Bondy of the 
Russian navy, will Join the Zenobia 
on arrival in Japan, and will conduct 
her to the fisheries. Without his help 
the ship would never succeed in navi-’ 
gating the dangerous shoals which
