Once in operation it will be possible 
for the Chicago speculator to deliver to his New 
York broker a telautographic order to 
bay or sell 1000 or 10,000 shares of railroad 
stock, an exact fac-simile of the order being 
reproduced ia that city at the same instant it 
is written here. If the Chicago man happens 
to be in New York and went* to W his wife 
a check for money he simply wrirns it out in 
that city, and the moment tie is through it is 
in bis wife’s hands here.
